A.  Administrator's Report (Peck)

2. March Council meeting date was changed from March 21 to March 18 MCFOA (Clerks conference) will be March 19th-22.  All consented
3. Fawcett & Young contract-tabled until next meeting.  Peck to get more information about contracts with other cities.

4. All of the council members are invited to an informational meeting at Pizza Ranch on Feb.5, noon to hear speaker's on the subject of local economic development.  Should a quorum be present, this will be a meeting to gather information only.

RESOLUTION #02-03

A RESOLUTION DECLARING CITY COUNCIL MEMBERS AS EMPLOYEES OF THE CITY

WHEREAS: Chapter 3, Section 7, Subd 1, of the Silver Lake City Code states that all elected officials shall receive a salary, a term that implies employment, and

WHEREAS:  City council members in the performance of their duties are exposed to minimal risk that could cause injury, and

WHEREAS the city council of the City of Silver Lake has determined that Workers Compensation benefits, as provided to council members, not only protects the council members in the performance of their duties for the benefit of the city but also protects the City's funds should a serious accident occur to a council member,  and

WHEREAS, the offering of Workers Compensation from the League of Minnesota Cities Insurance Trust is of a low cost such that the cost of protection is insignificant to any reasonable City operations,

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the city council of the City of Silver Lake hereby declares a city council member an employee of the city eligible for benefits such as Workers Compensation.

B. Police Report (Klein)

1. ICR's were handed out and discussed.

6. 2. The issue of animal control was discussed with Klein recommending that owners will get one  warning and then if the dog is still running loose, the owner will be fined as per ordinance.

1. 3.  The nature of what constitutes a "call-in" was discussed with the council determining that a                call in is any official request to respond on police business with less than 24 hours notice.  
2. 4. . Discussing picking up charge cards at Marathon for AMB, FD, PD. Klein to pick up forms.

7. 5.  Klein is getting quotes to repair the squad unit's electrical system. 

8. The council is requiring that all liquor store personnel attend a meeting to be held, 

January 27th at 3:30 p.m.  Blazinski is to present a list of those that attended and did not     attend to the council.

C. Liquor and Auditorium Report (Blazinski)

3. Explained the monthly reports for the auditorium and liquor operations.  Explanations included the credit card system with 15 approvals and 9 denials in January, the lowering of inventory to $41,397 at year end and the impact of year end transfers on the fund balance. 

2. The inventory audit took place on January 2, by Fawcett & Young.

3. Interviews for new liquor operations employees will be done by Miska, and if unavailable Bebo or Kieser can be requested to fill in.

D. Public Works Reports (Kosek absent)

1. Kosek has been getting estimates for the pool work to present at the public meetings.

4. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Kieser to hold a public informational meeting on March 4, 2002 at 7:00 p.m. with the agenda to hear the local organizations at 7:00 p.m. and then open the meeting up for comment by the general public at 8:00 p.m.

5. A draft of an article for the paper, prepared by Peck, concerning the pool, was reviewed and commented on with suggestions made for additional information.

5 The issue of possible grant funding was discussed, such as the one received by Spencer Wisconsin, for a youth center.  Peck is to research possibilities for the next council meeting.

6 Foss, Klein and Peck to travel to Spencer to review the Youth Center and investigate the grant technicalities and sources.

7 The desire for Jerebek to attend any future council meetings if Kosek is ill or otherwise cannot make a meeting was expressed. 

   E   Planning Commission (Bebo)

6. A hearing may be planned for a conditional use permit to operate a welding shop on the corner of Grove Ave. and Main St.
