Regular Meeting

February 21, 2002

Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:06 p.m.

Present: Bebo, Foss, Kieser, Miska

This meeting was not taped due to problems with the recorder.

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

Paul Waldron and Dawn Pistulka presented an annual report of building permits and activities for 2001.  Waldron mentioned that he may put a "Builder's Corner" article in the Silver Lake Leader upon occasion.  

Paul Harvego from Fawcett, Young and Associates explained their fee schedule and previous audit practices.  The motion was made by Foss and seconded by Miska to approve the contract for audit with Fawcett, Young and Associates.  Unanimous.

Ruziska and Monahan requested that the council review their requirements concerning insurance coverage by the softball leagues for the coming year.  Peck suggested that they become part of the summer recreation activities and be covered under the city's blanket policy.  This would require adjustment of operations on their part to do so.  In addition, the Lions could operate a separate beer booth under license of the council.

1. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve the review of Dweezil Walters as presented. Unanimous

2.  The motion was made by Kieser to approve the review of Nicole Muenchow but that she not be granted a pay increase due to very occasional amount of time that she has worked. Unanimous  Her work has been found satisfactory.

3. The motion was made by Foss and seconded by Miska to approve the review of Amy Yurek as presented.  Unanimous

4. The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Foss to approve the reviews of Leroy Schultz.  Unanimous

5. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Kieser to approve the review of Steve Muenchow.  Unanimous. 

6. Reports and the activities for the liquor store and auditorium were explained.

7. The motion was made by Foss and seconded by Miska to require the use of security officers at all functions in the auditorium in which the bar is open for alcohol sales. Unanimous.
