Regular Meeting

March 18, 2002

Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:00 p.m.

General Business:

Tom Dettman asked that the council support his request for a tax reduction for the property located at 129 West Main Street.  Dettman has a purchase agreement for the property and desires to convert the building into apartments.  The council supported Dettman's request for a tax reduction with the McLeod County Commissioners to make the final approval of the request.

Judy Breck explained her desire to have "flea markets" at her place of business on HWY 7.  As Breck is located in the B-2 business district, the council holds no objections in principle to the request.

Harvey Wanous registered a complaint about the behavior of two bartenders in the liquor store on February 23.  Wanous was especially upset about the sincerity of the apology as offered by Bonnie Dahl and about rumors concerning the actions of both as they had affected him personally.  Both employees had been severely reprimanded and disciplined before Wanous had filed this complaint.
