Regular Meeting

April 18, 2002

Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:00 p.m.

Present: Bebo, Foss, Kieser,  Miska 

City Staff Present:  David Peck; City Administrator, Eric Klein; Police Chief, Lisa Blazinski; Liquor Store Operations Director,  Dale Kosek; Public Works Supervisor, Jeanne Long; Deputy Clerk.

Special Note:  The tape player needs replacement, no tapes taken at this meeting.

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Kieser to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

Adam Kaspryzk requested that the process be started to see if 340’ of alley behind the cemetery located adjacent to Lake Avenue could be blacktopped.  An additional five residents need to be contacted to determine if they agree to a project of this nature.   The alley will be assessed one half to the adjacent property owners and one half paid out of general fund as has been done in street previous street projects.

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report  (Lisa Blazinski)

1. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo to approve the hire of Bob Nowak as part-time bartender dependent upon a negative drug test. Unanimous.

2. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve the review as presented for Dena Dudgeon. Unanimous.

3. The motion was made by Foss and seconded by Bebo to approve the review of Lori Galles as presented.  Unanimous.

4. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to approve the review of Mike Wojiak as presented.  Unanimous.

5. The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Bebo to approve the review of Lisa Blazinski as presented. Unanimous.

6. Other discussion centered on future activities and promotions for both the auditorium and liquor store. 

B. Public Works Report: 

1. Hanson and Vasek will do the sections in the village park that need replacing and one driveway repair while in the city doing curb work on Silver Edge Estates.

2. SEH will be in on Wednesday to review the warranty work on the streets in Silver Edge Estates.

3. Fiberglass repair will start on the pool as soon as weather permits.

C. Planning Commission Report  (Dale Kosek)

1. Tom Dettman requested that the council review the planning commission’s recommendation that the front half of the building he wishes to purchase, located at 129 West Main Street, be left as commercial.  Arguments were made by the Eberlys, Mikolichek and Bandas that the property has been unoccupied for about four years and that there is a need to put the building to use before it becomes a blighting factor to the neighborhood.

The findings of the planning commission for requiring commercial use of the front were that:

a. The building is located in the center of a commercial district with buildings on both sides commercial

b. That granting residential use would lead to further eroding of the commercial district.

c. Maintaining a commercial use is compatible with the comprehensive plan.

The motion was made by Foss and seconded by Miska to approve the original application for construction of two apartments on the street level of the building. 

Foss; yes, Miska; yes, Bebo; no  Kieser; no, Yurek, yes.   Motion passed by a simple majority.

The primary findings of the council were that the elimination of the obvious blight on Main Street, that this building presents, is needed.  That permitting apartment construction will elimination that blight.  And that the length of the vacancy of the building is a valid determination of need to permit apartment construction.

Dettmann may start on the interior according to floor plan as on record.   The conditions for the exterior renovations are subject to one-month review in which Dettmann is to bring complete plans to either the planning commission or the council for review by their May meeting.  Failure to do so will negate the permit and require all work to cease until the plans can be made subject to review.

2. Bebo requested that the council give guidance to the commission for future issues of this nature.  A review of that portion of the comprehensive plan will be undertaken.

D. Administrators Report

A RESOLUTION TO RE-ESTABLISH UNCHANGED PRECINCTS AND POLLING PLACES

WHEREAS: The precinct boundaries of the City of Silver Lake, which consist entirely within the territory of McLeod County, remain unchanged following state legislative redistricting, and  

WHEREEAS the polling place for the City of Silver Lake remains at 325 West Main Street, The Fire Hall, within the City limits.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT THE city council of the City of Silver Lake hereby re-establishes its precinct with those boundaries as required by MS 204B.14,Subd3© and re-establishes its current location for a polling place in accordance with MS 204B.16.

Council member  Kieser forwarded the motion to accept the Resolution with the second for the motion made by council member Miska

E. Police Report (Eric Klein)

1. The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Foss to approve the hire of Abby Friborg as a police reservist. Unanimous.

2. The motion was made by Foss and seconded by Bebo to approve the hire of Russel Sasoaka for development of a city  web page. Unanimous .  Sasoaka is a police reserve member for Silver Lake and does web work for the Minneapolis Police Department.

3. ICR’s were handed out and explained.

4. Klein suggested that aboard be formed to review uses for the Community Youth Fund.  Volunteers will be sought.

The motion was made by Kieser and seconded by Miska to adjourn until the regular meeting to be held May 16th, 2002.  Unanimous.
