Regular Meeting

May 16, 2002

Acting Mayor Susan Keiser opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:00 p.m.  Mayor Yurek arrived shortly after.

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Foss to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

Adam Kasprzyk and David Popp expressed their feelings on blacktopping the alley by the St. Adalbert Cemetery.  In addition to Popp’s opposition, Peck stated that Dalbecs had talked to him concerning their opposition to the alley.  Mary Mallak had a letter delivered in opposition to the blacktopping.   The Monson family, the Eberly family, the Church of the Holy family and Bryan Butler were in favor of the blacktopping.  

The decision of the council was that the support for blacktopping the alley was at best a simple majority such that before any blacktopping is to be considered that arrangements be made to have the alley bladed and maintained in that fashion.

Pat Head requested that the city sell Lakes Gas 130 feet or more of property adjoining the current Lakes Gas site.  The recorded warranty deed shows no provisions to prevent the sale.  Kosek stated, when asked, that the property is currently not being used as park property and would be suitable for sale. The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Foss to approve the sale of city property to Lakes Gas subject to agreement by both parties on purchase price and covenants such as a green barrier.  Unanimous.  Peck will contact an appraiser to set a starting price on the property.

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report  (Jeanne Long) 

1. The motion was made by Keiser and seconded by Miska to approve the retention of credit card sale records for one year. Unanimous.

2. The motion was made by Keiser and seconded by Miska to approve the reviews as presented for Mike Yurek. Unanimous.

3. The motion was made by Foss and seconded by Bebo to approve the review of Sue Jurek as presented. Unanimous

4. The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Foss to approve an increase in working hours permitted for Dena Dudgeon up to and no more than 32 hours per week with a pay increase to that of a half-time employee.  Unanimous.  

B. Public Works Report:

1. Larry Johanns presented his proposal to paint the water tower according to schedule.  The last painting was 7 years ago.  The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo to approve the quote for painting the tower at $9,606.00.  

2. Warmer weather is needed to use fiberglass to repair that part of the pool that is leaking.

3. Warranty work has started on the Silver Edge Estate project. 

C. Planning Commission Report

1. Harvey Mikolichek’s plans for a Conditional Use Permit were reviewed.  In order to expedite Mikolichek’s request, the Planning Commission recommended that he bring his parking plans to the council meeting for final approval and further recommended that the conditional use permit for ground floor apartments in a commercial zone be approved.

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Foss to approve a temporary conditional permit for Mikolichek to construct apartments on the ground floor of the commercial zone.  With conditions listed as follows for finalization:

     a. 

 A parking suitability plan will be needed by the June 20th meeting for

b. A review of the need for an easement for the alley due to property lines located in the center of the alley.

2. The motion was made by Keiser and seconded by Foss to stop all work at 129 West Main St. until such time as the conditional use permit is finalized. Unanimous

The floor plan already approved is to still be accepted.

3. As a matter of policy the council requested that no building permits be issued until such time as a conditional use permit has final approval.  Bebo recommended that Peck receive more council back-up in enforcement of zoning and permit regulations to which the council members concurred.  

D. Administrators Report

1. The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo to approve the closing of Center street as usual for Dairy Days.

2. At the request of Mayor Yurek, a special council meeting is to be held May 28th to attend the ISD 2859 school board meeting.

E. Police Report

1. Cell phone programs were reviewed with the motion made by Bebo and seconded by Foss that the Midwest Wireless program be approved as presented for three digital phones with the purchase of an additional 2500 minutes for $5.00. Unanimous.

2. ICR’s were reviewed.

3. An auction will be held to sell a boat with proceeds to go to the Community Youth Fund.

F. Pool Report (Rhonda Kaczmarek)

1. The pool opening is tentatively planned for June 10, 2002

2. Other normal plans for the year discussed including staffing, signup and possible Legion passes.

The motion was made by Keiser and seconded by Miska to adjourn until the next regular meeting to be held June 20, 2002 and the special meeting to be held May 28th. Unanimous.
