Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the regular meeting of the Silver Lake city council at 6:00 p.m.

City Staff Present:  David Peck; City Administrator, Eric Klein; Police Chief, Rhonda Kaczmarek; Pool Manager, Dale Kosek; Public Works Supervisor, Jeanne Long; Deputy Clerk.

Also Present: Tom Dettmann, Harvey Mikolichek, Roger Millar, Pat Head, Glen Gruenhagen, Bruce Maresh, George Lhotka. 

The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Foss to approve the consent agenda.  Unanimous.

General Business:

The hearing for finalization of Tom Dettmann’s conditional use permit was opened after approval of the consent agenda.  After Dettmann’s presentation of drawings and an explanation of his plans to use vinyl siding and construct extensions unto the cement slabs on the side, the motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Foss to approve the conditional use permit.  All present.  

The motion was made by Keiser and seconded by Bebo to review all conditional use permits granted from this meeting on 6 months after their date of approval.  All present.

The public hearing to finalize Harvey Mikolichek's application for a conditional use permit was then opened.  Harvey presented the parking plans as requested.  An issue came up concerning his lot size, based on MS160.05, which states that the street now in place is a permanent street.  Harvey will contact his attorney on the issue to determine if such is the case.  The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Keiser to approve the parking plans as presented.  All present.

Bruce Maresh and George Lhotka were present to discuss the activities of the pool committee.  Both explained that should the pool project not get enough funds, they would keep track of donations and return any that are desired.  The committee incorporated under a general name of the Silver Lake Parks and Recreation Committee such that they can still be effective if needed after the pool project.  Fund raising money may be used for other projects in this case.  Tim Foss mentioned that his employer has donated $7,200.00.  An article of appreciation with photographs of the donation would be appreciated.

Pat Head from Lakes Gas explained the company’s plans for use of the 138 feet of land adjacent to their East property line that they wish to purchase from the city.  Their plans are to bring their retail operation to Silver Lake and expand tank storage and garage facilities.  Ordinances require that a barrier fence be built.  Bebo suggested that part of the proceeds be used to plant trees as a green barrier on the city property.  The motion was made by Foss and seconded by Bebo to approve the sale of 138 feet of land to Lakes Gas for the agreed upon price of $20,000.00. All present.   The motion was made by Foss and seconded by Keiser to allot the sale price to the Park Capital Fund for use for park projects and improvements.  All present.

Glen Gruenhagen was present at invitation form the Mayor and council member Bebo to discuss issues brought up at a previous school board meeting concerning the school’s plans for Lakeside school, the general bad feelings of the Silver Lake residents toward the board and the possible closing of the school in the future.  All school board members were invited; Gruenhagen was the only member that came.  Gruenhagen stated that he could only speak for himself and not for the board as a whole.   Many issues and statistics were presented.  

Mayor Yurek thanked Gruenhagen on behalf of the council for taking the time from his busy schedule to be present.

Roger Miller was present upon request of the council to discuss the green barrier requirement around the storage sheds on the east boundary of Main Street.  Miller agreed to plant 2 foot high trees on the east and west side of the sheds along the area currently being mowed.  Miller also agreed to mow more often and remove two small piles of debris left when he purchased the property.  

Department Business:

A. Liquor and Auditorium Report (Jeanne Long)

The motion was made by Keiser and seconded by Foss to terminate the employment of Bonnie Dahl due to her failure to abide by personnel policy guidelines.  All present.

Jeanne explained that the reason for losses for the month was due to three pay periods and a late purchase of needed beer inventory.

B. Public Works Report:

The motion was made by Bebo and seconded by Foss to pay Randy Kraemer Excavating $44,300.00 as recommended by Tom Homme, SHE.

Bargens Crack filling will be in to fill cracks the week of the June 24th; Water Tower             has started painting the water tower.

The motion was made by Keiser and seconded by Bebo to approve authorization of the Administrator and Kosek to place a bid within the current fund balance on a 92 Chevrolet one-ton truck being auctioned off by the City of Luverne.  All present.

C. Planning Commission Report

ORDINANCE 52

An ordinance amending Chapter 14, Section 2:15 zoning ordinances on fences to now read:

A.  Permits required.  All fence construction shall require a permit.

B.  Fences placed on property lines. 

1.  All fences placed on property lines must file a Boundary Fence Authorization form signed by the adjoining property owners.

2.  If the adjoining property owner does not grant permission, the fence can be placed no closer than 2 feet from the property line.

3.  If a new fence is constructed or erected on the property line without the expressed approval of the adjoining property owner, whether requiring a permit or not, a written complaint may be filed with the zoning administrator who shall serve notice to the owner that the fence must be removed.  If the fence owner does not comply within 30 days, the zoning administrator, may request the city to remove it at the owner's expense.

C.  Setbacks.

1.  Any fence may be placed 2 feet from the property line without permission of adjoining property owners.

2.  All fences must be set back from at least 5 feet from the front property line.

3.  See section 2.05 for additional setback requirements.

D.  Construction.  All fences hereafter erected shall have the structural components thereof facing the side of the property for and on which the same are erected.

E. Wire fences.  No boundary fence construction shall be permitted wholly or in part of barbed wire, woven wire, welded wire, chicken netting, electric wire or other

Agricultural wire shall be located in the city, except in any industrial and utility areas, none of which may be within 5 feet of any public street, alley or sidewalk.  Chain link fences are acceptable if constructed with steel poles and framing and properly stretched.

F.  Wooden fences must be of commercial construction with commercially turned fence posts.  Homemade wooden fences must be reviewed for a conditional use permit by the planning commission.

G.  Swimming pools.  Every owner of an outdoor, below grade swimming pool or any pool of more than two feet in depth, located in the city shall erect and maintain a fence or barrier of not less than 4' in height around such swimming pool of such construction as to safeguard the area.

H.  Snow fences.  Utility snow fences may be used only during the winter snow parking months and shall be removed at the end of each winter season.

I.  Dog kennels shall be constructed of chain link fencing.  Commercial enclosures for that purpose are preferred.

Section 2. This Ordinance shall be effective upon passage and official publication.
