Special Meeting

July 1, 2002

Mayor Roxanne Yurek opened the Special meeting of the Silver Lake City Council at 7:00 p.m.

Present:  Bebo, Miska, Kieser, Foss.

City Staff Present:  David Peck; City Administrator Jeanne Long Deputy Clerk

Also Present:  Kerry Venier, Beth Gilbertson

The City Council met in a special meeting on July 1, 2002 to review various job descriptions and discuss the needs for replacement of the current city administrator, David Peck.   Peck provided descriptions of the position of Clerk- Treasurer and that of Clerk Administrator from cities of similar size.  Peck’s recommendation was that due to the cities size and organization of special council committees that the city hire a clerk and not have an administrator.  Sue Keiser stated that she felt that the generally larger knowledge base of an administrator would be better for personnel issues and for handling of other legal issues.  When requested for his input, Bebo stated that he felt that whatever the council approves, that they should strongly review what they feel the new employee is responsible for.  Bebo also stated that he had received comments from the public concerning their desire to see hours cut in the office and to return to the clerk system.  Peck strongly supported Bebo’s statements concerning review of the expectations of the position. After review of the various job descriptions, Mayor Yurek recommended that the council appoint a city clerk.  Miska agreed.  Foss stated that he would support the appointment of a clerk but that he did not want to see the city take a “step back” and see the city stagnate.  The motion was then made by Foss and seconded by Miska to advertise for the position of city clerk and appoint a city clerk to replace the current position of administrator.  Keiser voted against the motion the others voted in support, Mayor Yurek declared the motion passed.  The job description for the new position was reviewed and developed and advertisements for the position will be run for three weeks.  With a special meeting to be held August 5th, to review the positions and hopefully set up schedules for interview and appointment by the August 15t   council meeting.

The motion was made by Miska and seconded by Bebo to adjourn.
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
