Mr. Turnquist reviewed a handout regarding the concept of a “change of use” which applies to commercial buildings.  He explained that when the use of a commercial building happens a permit is required and the applicant is required to make sure the building complies with the code pertaining to the new use of the building.  An example given was converting a building that was used a warehouse and the new use would be for a religious worship center, in this example, Mr. Turnquist explained, a permit would be needed in order to make sure the structure complies with new use.
Ty also explained that the Occupancy Classification has no effect on zoning, zoning is used to classify the use of the land and the Occupancy Classification is determined by the actual use of the building, for example a conditional use permit could be issued to allow an apartment on the main floor of a building in a business district but the building would still need to be brought up to building code and a change of occupancy permit is still needed before the building can be used for that purpose.
3. Councilors conducted the employee reviews for the following department heads:
a. Gerald Quast, MLS Manager:
Councilors rated Mr. Quast’s performance in areas ranging from Job Knowledge to Subordinate Development and Appearance giving him an overall rating of B (Meeting Expectations).  Councilors also noted that they would like to see Quast focus on Communication with staff, Scheduling, improved cost controls, budgetary and inventory management and improving staff relations.
