1. Update on Grove Ave(CSAH 2) project:  Clerk Venier presented an email and supporting handouts from the County explaining their decision to use concrete for the road surface.

2. Councilors reviewed the 2013 proposed budget and property tax levy and directed Clerk Venier to review the budget with Department Heads with the goal of a zero increase in the Property tax levy for 2013 and report back in December.
New Business:
1. Assistant Chief Darrel Kaczmarek and Captain Tim Grenke addressed the Council with a request to hold a live band fundraiser in the Auditorium on Feb. 9th, 2013.  The department will sponsor the band Shirts & Skins and will rent out the bar and the profits will go to the SLFD Relief Association.

2. Public Safety:  Councilor Nelson reviewed the following:

b. The PD have received an increase in mental health and domestic disturbance calls for service.
c. Violations on one-way portion of Lake Ave are still occurring several citations have been issued.

3. Public Works:  Councilor Johnson and PW Supervisor Kosek introduced a representative from McGuire Iron.  The representative from McGuire Iron informed Councilors that after their inspection of the water tower they found the Tower to be structurally sound but in need of replacement of the frost jacket covering the main pipe leading up to the tank and the tower is in need of a paint job to the exterior.
McGuire Iron presented a proposal to replace the Frost Jacket to the tank for $19,500 and $23,800 to repaint the Tower.
Councilors decided to hold off on painting the tower.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the proposal from McGuire Iron to replace the Frost Jacket on the water tower for $19,500.

4. Community Development:  
a. Clerk Venier reported there was no planning commission held in Nov. as nothing was on the agenda.
b. Mr. Scott Qualle presented a proposal to increase building inspection fees, suggesting the Council adopt the 1994 fee schedule.  The City currently uses the 1988 fee schedule +15%.

A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve the 1994 Fee Schedule for Building Permits effective Jan. 1, 2013.

5. Administration:  Clerk Venier reported the following:
a. Presented the Oct. Treasurer’s report.
b. Presented an application for 3.2 beer and Wine on-sale for Molly’s Café for 2013.
