Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM

Mayor Bebo opened the Truth in Taxation Hearing.
Clerk Venier reviewed the 2015 City Budget and the proposed tax levy noting the following:

A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Gillett to approve Resolution 14-19 Adopting the 2015 City Budget and Property Tax Levy.

New Business:
1. Clerk Venier reviewed a request that the City take over operation of the Cable Access channel (7).  The City of Lester Prairie and Lester Prairie High will no longer do the programming for the Channel.  Two individuals have said they will volunteer their time but the equipment will need to be updated; Venier estimated $4,000 at the very high end.  Councilors asked Venier to get more information and report at a later meeting.
2. Councilors reviewed resolution 14-18 authorizing year end transfers.  Clerk Venier reported that there were $65,478.17 in transfers all coming from the General Fund and going to various special revenue, Capital improvements, and Debt Service Funds.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Gillett to approve Resolution 14-18 authorizing year-end transfers to various funds.

Motion carried.
3. Councilors reviewed the compensation plan and heard that the City will be out of compliance with the Pay Equity law if they don’t adjust wages for at least one position.  Clerk Venier suggested moving the Deputy Clerk position up a step on the pay scale; Councilors asked Venier to reevaluate the pay for the current grade of the Deputy Clerk and report at the next meeting.

Department Reports
1.  Municipal Liquor Store: Councilor Johnson reviewed the following:	
a. Profit for November was $2,359 and YTD is at $52,966
b. Presented annual review for Chelsea Mikolichek.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve the annual review with step increase for Chelsea Mikolichek.	
2. Public Safety:  Councilor Gillett and PD Chief Henriksen presented the following:
a. Fulltime Officer’s field training is complete and the department is back to a regular schedule
b. Background packet has been sent to PT Officer Candidate Smith.
c. City Attorney is developing a proposed rental ordinance for consideration.
d. Presented wage comparisons from 19 agencies with populations from 713 to 966.
e. Reviewed call data from the past month.
3. Public Works:  Councilor Fogarty reported the following:
a. Chris Penaz has completed pre-employment conditions. Will train 1 to 2 snowfalls plowing and loading snow.
b. Requested approval to develop a cold weather policy for water and sewer. Will present at next meeting.
c. Reported that they worked with the City of Hutchinson utilities to test water at 125 Cleveland St and provided resident with results and raised the Chlorine feed rate as suggested by Dept of Health.
4. Community Development: Councilor Nelson and Clerk Venier presented the following:
a. Planning Commission met and worked on tabulating survey results.
b. Clerk Venier informed the Council that a couple individuals asked if the City would take over operation of the Cable Access channel.  Council directed Venier to put a plan together for consideration.
5. Administration:  Clerk Venier reviewed the following:
a. Reviewed the November Treasurer’s report.
b. Reviewed the compensation plan and proposed changes to comply with the Pay Equity law.
c. Presented a proposal to extend the contract with MNSPECT through 2017.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve an amendment to the current contract with MNSPECT to extend it through 2017.

d. Conducted a performance appraisal for Clerk Venier with Councilors agreeing that he meets the expectations of the position and at times exceeds them.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the annual review for Clerk Venier.

Motion carried.

1. Mayor Bebo reported that the Annual Thanksgiving Dinner went well and approximately 180 people were served.
