Old Business:
1. Councilors discussed the rental ordinance and Mr. Qualle offered to review it and give his comments at the May meeting.
2. Councilors reviewed the City’s sidewalk policy and asked PW Supervisor Kosek to conduct an inventory of the City’s sidewalk system and its current condition.
New Business:
1. Councilors reviews a contract for Mosquito Control Services with Clarke Environmental. Councilors discussed how many times they should spray over the course of the summer.

A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Mason to approve the Contract with Clark Environmental Mgmt. Inc. for an Environmental Mosquito Management Program with option 2 calling for eight bi-weekly treatments at a cost of $350 /treatment.

2. Clerk Venier presented a proposal to replace a computer and upgrade software at City Hall.

A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Gillett to approve Resolution 15-04 approving a proposal submitted by Tech Bros for computer replacement in the amount of $1,505.00.

3. Reviewed proposed rates for Bruce Maresh Aquatic Center.

1. Asst. Fire Chief Darrel Kaczmarek, Fire Officers Ron Posusta and Kyle Wawrzyniak approached the Council with a request to purchase 2007 Freightliner Business Class M2 from Boyer Trucks in the amount of $42,495.00.  The truck would be used to build a tanker to replace one of the department’s current tankers.  The men reported that the project is budgeted to stay under $100,000 in all.  Councilors asked if the department would come back to May’s meeting with the total costs and how the costs will be shared between the townships and City.

A motion was made by Councilor Gillett seconded by Councilor Merrill to approve Resolution 15-03 approving the purchase of a 2007 Freightliner Business Class M2 from Trucks in the amount of $42,495.00.

2. Dale Kosek, on behalf of the Pool & Parks Organization, requested permission to solicit donations from businesses for spots to put their logo on the large umbrellas on the pool deck.

3. Mr. Kosek reviewed the need to work with SEH to develop a feasibility plan for improvements to sanitary main and storm sewer repairs along Cleveland Ave SW.  Councilors asked Kosek to get a cost estimate.
4. Mr. Kosek informed Councilors that the pumpers needed repairs and presented a proposal from Emergency Apparatus Maintenance for the repairs in the amount of $3,754.50.

A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Merrill to approve the proposal submitted by Emergency Apparatus Maintenance for repairs to the two pumper firetrucks in the amount of $3,754.50.
