Department Business:
1. Liquor Store:  Councilor Johnson and MLS Manager Jerabek reported the following:
a. Profit for the month of May was $3,241.30 compared to a loss of $1,863.10 for the same period last year.
b. Jon Jerabek review and proposed new rates for the Auditorium to make them more profitable and still competitive.

2. Public Safety:  Chief Henriksen reported the following:
a. Part time officer will start within the next two weeks.
b. Recommendation for new Full Time Officer will be presented at the next meeting.
c. Discussed conducting a wage study for City staff; Forrest will review and present more information at a later meeting.
d. Discussed complaints about activities at the Villager apartments. Kids loitering in the street and being careless on bikes.
e. Fire Chief Kosek and Darrel Kaczmarek presented revised bylaws for Council Approval; they were tabled until next meeting.
f. Asst. Chief Kaczmarek requested permission to purchase new turnout gear for approximately 10 firefighters at a cost of $13,880.00.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve the purchase of turnout jackets, pants, & boots through Emergency Response Solutions not to exceed $13,880.00.

Motion carried.
3. Public Works:  Councilor Fogarty reviewed the following:
a. Street crack filling has been completed.
b. Pool is open
c. MPCA site inspection was completed on 6/10/14; they want a plan of continued efforts to address inflow and infiltration issues.
d. PW Staff is working to make sure Grove Ave issues are being taken care of.
e. Starting to move equipment to County shed.
f. City will need to work on developing a Well Head Protection plan.
4. Community Development:
a. There was no planning commission held and Jason Horman has resigned his position on the Commission; his service on the Planning Commission for the past ten years is greatly appreciated.
5. Administration:  Clerk Venier reviewed the following:
a. Reviewed an update regarding punch list items left to be completed on the Grove Ave project.  Items included landscaping, adjusting curb stops, grouting catch basins, locating sump baskets, and correcting covers on sanitary and storm sewer mains.
b. A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Fogarty to hire Ryan Kuester and Riley Oliver as seasonal lifeguards.

Motion carried.
c. A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to hire Bernie Kaczmarek as an election judge.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Open Discussion:
1. Councilor Nelson discussed if the City could look into spraying for mosquitoes and suggested adding a $1 fee to utility bills.  Dale and Kerry will get more information regarding costs.
2. Mayor Bebo reviewed two most recent donations to the Auditorium project and thanked Sam Shimanski ($500) and Harry & Rita Bebo ($10,000) in memory of Matt & Elinore Gehlen.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Roquette to adjourn this meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
