Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Old Business:
1. Council reviewed an ordinance creating a Tree Commission to manage the City’s Tree resources (Tree Ordinance).  After debate the Council tabled the matter until the next meeting.
2. Clerk Venier presented cost updates on the Auditorium project.  Current costs are at $56,816.32 year to date with an estimated $30,000 remaining costs.  The project will likely come close to the $87,756.53 that was proposed.  Mayor Bebo also informed Councilors that the Counter tops were donated and estimated the value at $6,000.  Councilors asked Venier to make sure the construction area on the front of the building be secured with temporary fencing to prevent access to area.
3. Fire Chief Kosek presented the revised Fire Dept. by-laws for Council approval.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Nelson to approve the Fire Department By-Laws as presented.

New Business:
1. Mr. Jeff Muenchow and Nicole Muenchow addressed the Council with concerns about their neighborhood:
a. Asked if there is a halfway house being operated at the Villager Apts.  Clerk Venier and PD Chief Henriksen stated that there is not any agreement in place to operate a halfway house and the Villager Apts are a privately owned facility.  The City has been in touch with the owners and the owners have not been very open to making changes to the conditions at the apartments.
b. Asked why a neighbor was allowed to have five dogs; they said that there should have been a notification process.  Mayor Bebo asked the PD if they were checking up with their shot records on the dogs.  Chief Henriksen reported he hadn’t but will.
c. Complained that an ordinance regarding storing equipment in the front yard wasn’t being followed; Mayor Bebo informed them that the ordinance they were referring to was for Home Occupations, which is not the case here.
d. Councilors asked Clerk Venier and Chief Henriksen to follow up with Mr. Hughes and encourage him to work with his neighbors.
2. Reviewed a peddlers license application for Melissa Sherman of Farmer’s Insurance for a two day permit to sell insurance door to door.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Nelson to approve a two-day peddlers permit for Melissa Sherman of Farmers Insurance.

3. Mayor Bebo closed the meeting to conduct the annual review for MLS Manager Jon Jerabek at 8:30pm.  The meeting reopened at 9:15 and it was reported that the result of the Closed meeting was that the Annual review for Jon Jerabek was approved with a step increase in pay.
4. Clerk Venier reviewed year to date expenses and revenues and reported that progress was as expected noting that the Snow and Ice budget will likely exceed its budget.
