Councilors directed Councilor Miska to ask the realtor if $75,000 for the 1.5+ acres would satisfy the owner.  Councilors also directed Councilor Miska to be sure that they understand that this is not an offer to purchase the land as the City would require a survey of the land before any offer to purchase is made.
4.  Mayor Bebo asked Councilor to come up with 2- sixth month goals and 2- one year goals for their respective liaison areas.
