3. Councilors reviewed a 1-day gambling permit for a quilt raffle for 2/16/10 for Holy Family Catholic Church.

4. Scott Qualle and Ty Turnquist of MNSPECT addressed the Council on the following matters:

a. Discussed Quarterly update and topics that the Council would like the building inspectors to address during those meetings; Councilors seemed to like the idea of having educational sessions on the Building Code at the meetings and Mayor Bebo suggested advertising the topic ahead of time so that the public could come and learn more about the permit process and the building code at these meetings;

b. Reviewed how building permit fees are calculated;

c. Councilor Nolan Johnson inquired about any suggestions MNSPECT had regarding rental inspections; Mr. Qualle said they do enforce a rental ordinance in some of the Cities they serve and would get a copy of a sample ordinance for the Council to review.

5. Councilor Fogarty inquired about possibly reviewing the practice of allowing parking on both sides of Century Lane as it becomes very narrow when cars are parked on each side of the street.  Clerk Venier informed Councilors that most of the side streets that run north and south are the same width and they have received similar concerns about Mims and Nome Avenues.  Venier also said that these streets were not designed to be mainly residential with minimal traffic and an ordinance change could happen but the enforcement would need to be done.
