Open Discussion:

1. Mr. Clarence Mikolichek addressed the Council and expressed concern over the plan to move the Municipal Liquor Store to highway 7 and switch to an off sale only facility.  Mr. Mikolichek suggested that the move would hurt overall sales because of the loss of on-sale revenue and if the thought that the highway location would attract more business then the Council should consider advertising the current location with a sign on the highway as an alternative.  Placing a sign along the highway advertising the current location would be a minimal investment and may bring in more business.  Mr. Mikolichek also expressed the opinion that the current facility would not sell for much due to the fact that the City wouldn’t be able to market the off-sale aspect of the business in the sale.


2. Councilor Miska reported that he had talked with the realtor about the land the City is considering for relocating the Liquor Store on Highway 7 and she reported that the owner wanted $150,000 for the approximately 1.6 acres and the City would have to pay to have the area surveyed if it was interested.  The consensus of the Council was that it would be difficult to make a decision to purchase land without knowing exactly what they would be getting. 

Councilors also discussed alternative locations along the highway and directed Councilor Miska and Clerk Venier to find out who owns other properties that would be desirable locations for a future off sale facility.

Discussion was held regarding the layout of the current MLS facility and possible renovations if the plans to move the facility don’t work out.


3. Councilor Wawrzyniak said he had received questions as to why we seem to have part time officers working so frequently.  Mayor Bebo replied that Councilor Johnson should ask the Chief but it may be due to the fact that officers may be using vacation time, as this was the reason for having part time officers in the first place.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
