Regular Meeting

January 18, 2005

Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.

New Business:

1. Richard Smith, Caryn Lambertson, & Jamie Callis of the MN Resource Class presented the results of the Silver Lake Fire Wise Assessment and reported that the City is a low-moderate risk for wildfires and they will be conducting another assessment possibly next fall of the areas just outside the City limits.

2. Members from the Silver Lake Enhancement Association requested the City help them with locating an area for the location of a fishing pier.  The Council referred the matter to the Planning Commission for review and recommendation.

Department Business:

4. Liquor Store & Auditorium: Councilor Foss reported that the year end numbers are not yet complete but expected them to be very good.  Tentative sales for the year were reported to be $582,340.54 and tentative expenses were reported to be $530,945.81 leaving a tentative profit of $51,394.71.  Councilor Foss reported that there were some expenses incurred in January of 2005 that would go back into 2004.

5. Councilor Fogarty presented the following Public Safety report:

a. The SLPD would like to be involved in the Hwy 7 saturation plan with the State Patrol again this year.  The Council agreed to participate as long as no additional hours were incurred to participate.

b. Reported damage done to the squad due to vandalism.

c. The SLPD purchased two new pagers.

d. Chief Klien, Members of the SLFD, and Mayor Bebo attended a Terrorist Training seminar.

e. Mayor Bebo requested a month by month report on Administrative Tickets written since the ordinance was passed.

f. Clerk Venier presented Resolution 05-03: A resolution approving a grant agreement with the MN Department of Public Safety.  Venier reported that this grant was for the $3,000.00 for the purchase of 3 tazers.  Councilor Fogarty informed the Council that the Tazers would not be put into service until the SLPD officers have been certified in their use.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 05-03: A resolution approving a grant agreement with the MN Department of Public Safety.  Seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak.

6. Councilor Wawrzyniak presented the following Public Works report.

a. Reviewed a quote for switches for the #2 well and Councilor Wawrzyniak reported that Public Works Supervisor told him the switches needed to be replaced and the quote was for the same kind of switches that are used at the other well.  The quote was for $2,507.00.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution 05-04: A resolution approving the replacement of switches for the #2 well.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.

b. Working on inventory for GASB 34 requirements.

c. TIER II Hazmat turnaround reports have been completed and submitted to the Dept. of Public Safety and Homeland Security.

d. Contacting homeowners with shallow water lines and reminding them to let water trickle over night to prevent frozen lines.

7. Clerk Venier updated the Council on progress of the Pool Organization.  Venier told the Council that the Pool Organization was putting together final numbers and working with the local bank to secure some financing and they will also be trying to collect outstanding pledges. 

8. Mayor Bebo asked the Council if they wanted to go with email process for submitting monthly reports and the Council discussed developing an email policy in which the clerk would be the hub for emails.  The Councilors will submit their reports to the Clerk and the Clerk will assemble the packets and email them out once the packet is available to the public.  Clerk Venier is to write up a policy concerning electronic communications and present at the next meeting.

General Discussion:

a. Clerk Venier reviewed the City Guide book that is proposed and Mayor Bebo said he would prepare a welcome letter for the book.  Councilors requested that Venier look into the cost of upgrading the durability of the book for a longer lasting effect.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.
