Silver Lake City Council

Special Meeting

January 31, 2008

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

Members present:  Councilors Pat Fogarty, Nolan Johnson, Dale Miska & Karl Wawrzyniak

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Gerry Quast, MLS Manager; Harvey Mikolichek

Mayor Bebo announced that the Special Meeting was called for the purpose of discussing the purchase of a walk in cooler from the City of Princeton.

Councilor Miska reported that he and Mr. Quast had visited the City of Princeton and examined the used walk in cooler that they had for sale and found that the cooler was in good condition.  Councilors inquired if the cooler would be installed in the current liquor store or be stored for later use if the City moved ahead with plans to open an off sale facility along Highway 7.

Mr. Quast informed the Council that it would likely be used in the current facility as the plan for relocating to an off sale facility along the highway was still being figured out.  Councilors discussed layout options at the current facility and Mayor Bebo expressed his desire that if the City were to install the cooler in the current facility that it should be done in the best manner.

Mayor Bebo explained that he if the Council chooses to install the cooler at the current site then the City should look at remodeling the entire off sale portion to make better use of the space, as the current layout is not very conducive to the business.  Councilors went to tour the current facility to discuss options.

Upon returning, Councilors discussed costs involved with moving, tear down, & installation of the cooler to be purchased.  Mr. Harvey Mikolichek gave a description of the work that would need to be done.

Mr. Quast gave the following breakdown of costs involved:

Councilors discussed what the cost would be excluding installing the unit right away as the consensus was to purchase the cooler but to decide on the relocation project prior to installing the cooler.  Mr. Mikolichek estimated that to uninstall the unit would be approximately $3,700 and Mr. Quast estimated that it would be approximately $12,000 to purchase the unit, remove it, and haul it back to Silver Lake.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve $12,000.00 to purchase a used walk in cooler from the City of Princeton, remove the unit, and move the unit back to Silver Lake.

Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Councilors asked Councilor Miska and Mr. Quast to come back at a later meeting to review layout options and remodeling plans to install the unit.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to adjourn this special meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
