New Business:

A. Mr. Thomas Chalupsky addressed the Council and asked that he be allowed to apply for a permit to sell on-sale wine at Pat’s Café.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve an on-sale wine license for Pat’s Café pending investigation into the procedures of issuance.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

B.   The Silver Lake Pool & Parks Organization requested that the City reapply for a grant from the DNR’s Outdoor recreation program.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska to apply for a grant from the DNR’s Outdoor Recreation Program for new swimming facilities.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

C. Councilor Foss reported that the Chief of Police had informed him that there is a Part-time license that is open and he would like to fill this and some reserve positions.  The Council directed Councilor Foss to be involved in this process and the slots should be posted and the hiring process should follow that of hiring bartender for the reserve spots but the Council wanted to be involved in filling the Part Time slot.

Old Business:

A. Discussion of Property taxes in phase II of Silver Edge Estates.  The Clerk reported that based upon discussions with the County Auditor’s office the taxes to be received by Hale township for 2004 is $2.18 per lot with 24 lots the amount the township would receive would be approximately $52.32.  He will contact the Township supervisors and share these figures with them,


B. Discussion was held regarding the employment of people under the age of 21 in the Liquor store.  The Clerk informed the Council that state law does allow the sale of alcohol by anyone over 18 years old.  The Personnel policy doesn’t allow anyone under 21 to work in the MLS and City ordinance states that no one under the age of 21 shall be in the MLS.   And if the Council wanted to employ anyone under the age of 21 in the MLS they would have to change the Personnel policy.



A motion was made by Councilor Miska to change the Personnel Policy regarding the age to work in the MLS from 21 and over to 18 and over.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.
Vote for:  Councilors Miska and Foss
Vote Against:  Mayor Bebo, Councilors Fogarty and Kieser
Motion failed.
