Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

1. Reviewed renewal rates for Workers’ Compensation Insurance.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 05-05:  A resolution approving Workers’ Compensation Insurance Premiums.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

2. Reviewed recommendation of Planning Commission for approval of a rezoning application for 501 Main St W.  The application was to rezone the property from B-1: Central Business District to R-2: High Density Residential.

A motion was made by Councilor Johnson to approve the Application to rezone the property located at 501 Main Street West from B-1: Central Business District to R-2: High Density Residential.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.

3. Reviewed memo from County Assessor regarding training dates for Board of Appeals members.  Mayor Bebo and Councilor Fogarty will attend the training.

4. Kyle Christenson, the City’s Building Inspector, reviewed the current status of a commercial construction project on Highway 7 and informed the Council that the project is at a stalemate due to the fact that the area has questionable soils and the owner needs to have some soil investigations done.  Mr. Rex Erickson, the business owner, informed the Council that he would agree to dig down along the foundation this spring so the Building Inspector could investigate the soils and if corrections were needed he would make them.
Mr. Christenson also updated the Council on a building hazard located at 125 Main St W.  He reported that the building had deteriorated to the point that a large portion of the brick siding had fallen off.  The owner has been notified that the building repairs need to be done immediately and safety precautions need to be in place while the repairs are made.

5. Mr. Donnie Chap addressed the Council on behalf of the Two-Cylinder Club.  The Club requested permission to hang a plaque honoring past members in the Auditorium since that is there meeting place.

6. Clerk Venier presented and reviewed the Guidelines for Electronic Communications between Councilmembers in the City of Silver Lake.

7. Reviewed a Joint Powers Agreement with the GSL School District for shared network systems.  The agreement was tabled until Clerk Venier could present cost information about setting up the offices for the technology.

8. Reviewed bids on reproofing the Auditorium.  This item was tabled until the updated bids could be presented as the bids had expired in November of 2004.

9. Reviewed & tabled a proposal for grant writing services for preparation of a Small Cities Grant Application.  The Council directed the Clerk to get background information on the company.

General Discussion:

1. Harvey Mickolichek, on behalf of the Pool & Parks Organization, updated the Council on the progress of the proposed new swimming facility:

a. The electrical upgrades will be minimal as Xcel energy has agreed to help;

b. The bath house has been redesigned;

c. Current funding is at approx. $290,000.00 with pledges and cash on hand;

d. Total projected cost is $410,000.00

e. They are planning a door-to-door fundraising drive to cover the township people around the City to ask for their help.  

2. Discussion was held regarding conversations with McLeod County about county Rd. 92.  Clerk Venier reported that City staff is putting together a proposal for the Council to review at its next meeting.

3. Clerk Venier reported that the Board of Appeals hearing is scheduled for May 3rd at 6:30 pm at the Auditorium.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council. Seconded by Councilor Foss.
