Regular Meeting

February 22, 2005

Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve the Consent Agenda.  Seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak.

New Business:

A. Ms. Amy Wilde of the Meeker-McLeod-Sibley Community Health Services presented a discussion of building a Senior Friendly Community.  Ms. Wilde outlined a senior friendly community and ten things Cities can focus on to be sure that the community is oriented to accommodate its residents and asked if the City would be interested in allowing them to conduct a survey to help determine what areas the City can improve on to make it more Senior Friendly.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to participate in the Senior Friendly Community Survey.  Seconded by Councilor Johnson.

B. Harvey Mickolichek addressed the Council with an update on the progress the Pool Organization is making towards construction of a new swimming facility.  Mr. Mickolichek reported on the following:

c. Anticipated revenues from 2005 fundraising efforts were estimated at $ 57,000.00

d. Mr. Mickolichek also reported that the organization had a private party that was willing to finance the remainder of the project until the funds could be raised.

e. Reported that the anticipated start date for construction is 5/1/05

f. Mr. Mickolichek also requested that the City approve a Land Lease agreement allowing the Pool Organization to construct the Pool facility on their own.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to appoint Mayor Bebo, Councilor Johnson, Clerk Venier, & Public Works Supervisor Kosek to a committee to develop a Ground Lease and present it to the Council for approval.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

Department Business:

A. MLS Manager Quast presented the following report:

a. Reported a profit of $ 2,220.35 from the Delene Show held in Feb.

b. Reported Jan. Revenues of $39,836.49; Expenses of $25,938.57; and Profit of $13,897.92

c. Requested approval of booking the White Sidewalls for an April 23rd show at the Auditorium.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to book the White Sidewalls for 4/23/05 at the Auditorium at a cost of $1,300.00 or 65% of the door admissions whichever is greater.  Seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak.

d. Recommended Heather Johnson for hire as a part time cleaner at the Auditorium.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to hire Heather Johnson as a Part time cleaner at the Auditorium.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

e. Requested approval to replace booths in MLS with tables & chairs.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve Resolution 05-06: A resolution approving the purchase of tables & chairs for the Municipal Liquor Store in the amount of $1,854.17.  Seconded by Councilor Johnson.

Motion carried.
B. Councilor Fogarty presented the following Public Safety Report:

a. Discussed equipment grant from the Army although the equipment has not yet been received.

b. Discussed scheduling of State Patrol Saturation efforts.

c. Chief had meeting with area Chiefs as part of the training/follow up program set up as a result of disciplinary actions against the Chief.  Clerk Venier reported that there was a clear and concise program that was set up and suggested that the Councilors familiarize this plan to ensure that it is being followed.

d. Reported that the Chief and Officer Hummel are using the same style pagers at the request of the Sheriff’s Office.

e. Upcoming training for the PD will cover NIMS and Deaf and Hearing impaired.

f. The Council reviewed the use of administrative citations by the department and tabled the discussion until the next meeting so the Chief could attend to answer questions concerning the consistency of how the citations are being followed up on.

g. Reported that the Fire Department had seven First Responder calls and one fire call in January.

C. Councilor Wawrzyniak presented a proposal from Public Works Supervisor Kosek and Clerk Venier to trade snow plowing, sanding, & street sweeping services on County roads in the City for a Plow truck from the County.  The Council reviewed that proposal and directed the Clerk to submit the proposal to the County Engineer for their review.  

D. Councilor Johnson reported on Community development activities saying that the Planning Commission will conduct two public hearings on March 8th at 7 & 7:30 pm.  Both hearings are in regards to variance applications.

E. Clerk Venier gave the following Administration report:

a. Gave reference information for Municipal Development Group who had submitted a proposal for grant writing services in helping the City prepare its Application for the Small Cities Development Program.  
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve Resolution 05-07: A resolution approving the grant writing services proposal submitted by the Municipal Development Group.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.

b. Tabled discussions on re-roofing the Auditorium.

c. Requested direction on developing the Summer Recreation program for 2005.  A plan will be presented at the 2nd meeting in March.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to pay Chrissy Maesse $300.00 to coordinate the 2005 Summer Recreation program.  Seconded by Councilor Johnson.
