Old Business:

1. Council reviewed a Capital Improvement Plan for 2007-2012.  Clerk Venier explained that the plan is designed to help and prioritize projects that the City can take on.  Venier explained that all department heads were asked to review their respective departments and come up with a list of equipment that will need to be replaced, projects they feel will be necessary, and any other spending that would exceed $1,000 and have a useful life of more than a year.  
Also included in the plan was the Debt service schedule for the City, which, according to Venier, would dictate when projects can be done.  Mayor Bebo suggested that the Council begin reviewing the plan and getting input from others.


2. Council tabled the review of Councilor’s pay until the next meeting.

New Business:

1. Reviewed resolution 07-09 approving a SLFD Relief Association gambling license.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Miska to approve Resolution 07-09: approving a SLFD Relief Association gambling license.

2. Public Works Supervisor Dale Kosek reviewed repair options for the City’s wheel loader.  Kosek informed the Council that the loader’s engine had a hole in the block from a rod in the engine.  The breakdown occurred after the first of two major snow falls last week.  Kosek said that after consulting with Mayor Bebo and Councilor Fogarty he rented a loader from Carlson Tractor and had them pick up the City loader to estimate the damage and cost to repair.
Kosek gave a breakdown estimate of the costs to repair the loader and reported that after discussions with Carlson Tractor personnel, a local contractor, and other Tractor companies he recommended repairing the current loader and not replacing it at this time.  The estimated repairs would cost $22,000 but could be as low as $16,000 if the turbo unit and crankshaft were still in good condition.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Fogarty to  repair the Wheel Loader with Carlson Tractor for a cost not to exceed $22,500.00.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
Mayor Bebo suggested ending the meeting early so that the full Council could attend the Public Forum on the finances of the GSL School district.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
