March 6, 2006

Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the agenda.

A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve the Consent Agenda.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Old Business:

1. Council reviewed Ordinance 63: Flood Plain Management Ordinance.  Discussion was held regarding the map referenced in the ordinance and Clerk Venier informed the Council that the map referenced was the 1975 map developed by the Department of Natural Resources.  Venier also reported that based on discussions with the DNR the Regulatory Flood Protection Elevation will be one foot above the regional flood plain and based on the best available data that would be 1050’.  When the remapping project is complete Venier said the DNR would have a new flood plain map with elevations on it.
Clerk Venier told the Council that the only input he has received from the public about this issue favors the adoption of the ordinance and the comments received at the public hearing reiterated that.  Councilors expressed concern over the 1975 flood map noting that it is hard to determine exactly who is and who isn’t located in the flood plain.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Ordinance 63: A Flood Plain Management Ordinance.

2. Council reviewed Ordinance 64: An ordinance amending City Code chapter 9:  Traffic, Parking, Motor Vehicles, and Snow Removal Area.  The Council expressed the desire to authorize public works employees to be able to enforce the provisions of the ordinance as well as members of the police department.  Chief Hummel informed the Council that the police aren’t always on duty and would have to be called in to address the issue and he wasn’t sure this would constitute an emergency.  The Council asked Clerk Venier to amend the ordinance so public works employees would have authority to enforce the ordinance in addition to the police department and to make the ordinance effective September 1, 2006.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Ordinance 64: An Ordinance amending City Code Chapter 9: Traffic, Parking, Motor Vehicles, and Snow Removal Area.  
Vote for:  Unanimous
Absent: Councilor Foss
Motion carried.

3. The Council tabled the proposed fee and fine schedule asking that the Clerk bring back a building permit fee schedule that is 15% higher than the current one and 20% higher than the current one for their review.

New Business:

1. The Council reviewed Resolution 06-11: A resolution declaring a peace officer for PERA (S. Wawrzyniak).
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 06-11.

Motion carried
2. Clerk Venier presented quotes for purchase of capital office equipment (copier) and the matter was tabled with the Council directing Clerk Venier to research lease options on the equipment.

3. The Council reviewed Resolution 06-12: A resolution approving Liquor Liability Insurance premiums.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution 06-12.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Absent: Councilor Foss
4. Clerk Venier presented a request to renew a lease agreement with the University of MN and Two Way Communications for antenna space on the water tower.  The agreement was tabled and the Clerk was directed to get more information on the program and report back at the next meeting.

5. Mayor Bebo requested that city staff research & develop a policy on towing & storage procedures.

6. The Council discussed the upcoming St. Patrick’s Day parade and Mayor Bebo asked if other members would be able to attend.  Mayor Bebo then asked Clerk Venier to run a notice that the Council will be in attendance.
