1. Reviewed license 06-04 for 3.2 Beer on sale at Pat’s Homestyle Café.

2. Council reviewed resolution 06-13: A resolution approving a contract for crack filling services on City streets.

Department Business:

1. Liquor Store:  MLS Manager reviewed a proposal to purchase food preparation equipment for a cost of $5,500.  Council asked Quast to do some more research and bring the issue up at a future meeting.

Council conducted the annual review for MLS manager Quast with the general consensus being that Mr. Quast was meeting expectations.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve the annual review for Mr. Quast with a step increase.

2. Public Safety:  Councilor Fogarty reported on the following:

a. The PD will be having an auction or sealed bid for the purchase of a forfeited vehicle;

b. The Chief of Police mentioned the possibility of designing a new patch for the department;

c. New part time officers are being trained and one officer has completed his field training;

d. PD is working on revising the Department Manual

e. Fulltime Officer vacancy has been advertised and applications will be accepted until 4/3/06.

f. PD Chief is enrolled in some supervisory classes through the BCA.

g. Chief Hummel discussed discrepancies between street signs and City Code regarding parking regulations.

3. Public Works:  Councilor Johnson reviewed the following Public Works information:

a. City staff will be meeting with representatives regarding a proposed pipeline project that will run near wastewater treatment facility.

b. Public Works Supervisor will be attending pool training.

c. Snow removal is going well.

d. Annual maintenance inspections are going well.

4. Community Development:  Councilor Foss reported that the Lake Association is working on a pier for Silver Lake at the boat landing and he will report more as they get closer to completing the project.  He and Clerk Venier hope to set up interviews for a Pool/Summer Recreation Manager in April.

5. Administration:  Mayor Bebo reported that the City did not receive funding for its small cities grant this year but staff will be meeting with consultants and the state to discuss ways to make the project more competitive for funding in 2007.
