Regular Meeting

March 21, 2005

Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 pm.

Members present:  Councilors Fogarty, Foss, Johnson, & Wawrzyniak

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Chrissy Maesse; Glen Maesse; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader

Consent Agenda:

1. Approve minutes from the March 7, 2005 regular Meeting.

Old Business:

A. Council reviewed proposals for re-roofing the Auditorium.  Clerk was asked to try and match the shingles with what was originally on the building.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 05-11: A resolution awarding a proposal to re-roof the Silver Lake Auditorium.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
Department Business:

A. Liquor Store:  Councilor Foss presented the following report:

a. Revenues for February were $41,152.12 and expenses were at $39,187.20 with a profit of $1,964.92 for the month.  

b. Year to date profit is $15,862.84.Reported on Shaw Brothers dance on March 26th and White Sidewalls on April 23rd at the Auditorium.

B. Public Safety:  Councilor Fogarty presented the following report:

a. Reviewed State Patrol Saturation program on highway 7.

b. Discussed reserves scheduling for the Shaw Brothers show.

c. Discussed equipment taken from old squad.  The equipment was never returned.

d. Discussion was held regarding installing a camera in the new squad.

e. Police policy manual will be presented at the next meeting.

C. Community Development:

a. Chrissy Maesse reviewed some options for the Summer Recreation program and it was decided that the City will offer rec opportunities in the following manner:

i. Baseball & Tball will be available for the younger kids in town and the older kids will be able to join the Community Ed League in Glencoe.

ii. A sports program will be put on including Basketball, Volleyball, & Tennis.

iii. A recreation program will be put on involving theme weeks with a variety of activities.

iv. Field trips will be offered but the where and when still needs to be worked out.

v. Cost information will be reviewed at the next meeting

b. Clerk Venier reported that swimming lessons plans are being put together by Theresa Kuester & Carrie Ingerbret and he will report back when the plans are complete.

c. Councilor Johnson reviewed the recommendations of the Planning Commission on the following two variance requests:

i. 128 Lake Ave S: A request to build on a lot of 9,372 sq. ft. Current code requires 10,000 sq. ft.  Planning commission recommended approval with the stipulation that the front of the home face Lake Avenue.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the variance for 128 Lake Ave S with the stipulation the front of the home must face Lake Ave.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
ii. Storage Sheds located on East Main St: A request for a variance from the Green Barrier requirement for Commercial lots abutting residential property.  Planning Commission recommended that the green barrier only be required on the West portion of the lot and a variance be granted for the East line, North  & South lines and along the driveway.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson and seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve a variance from the Green Barrier requirements for the Storage Sheds on East Main Street on the East, North, South, & along the driveway.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
d. Public Works: Councilor Wawrzyniak review the following:

i. Reviewed the contract with Bargen for crack filling and to pre-buy asphalt at $1.70 per pound.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss and Seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 05-12: A resolution approving a contract with Bargen Incorporated.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
ii. Reviewed a proposed agreement with McLeod County Highway department in which the City will take care of sweeping and snow & ice removal of County roads located within City limits in exchange for one of the County’s plow trucks.  The agreement would last for eight years.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty and seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution 05-13: A resolution approving an agreement with McLeod County.
Vote for:  unanimous
Motion carried.
iii. Discussed developing some sort of long range planning plans and having a committee to meet on a regular basis to accomplish this.  Clerk & Public Works Supervisor to follow up on this.

iv. Discussed beginning to start the process of constructing a new water tower.  Public Works Supervisor reported that it is a lengthy process 3-5 years and would like to begin exploring the options available.

v. Councilor Wawrzyniak reviewed the MN Dept. of Health’s report on their inspection that was recently completed and reviewed Kosek’s plan to address the areas to improve.  Kosek reported that the areas were minor and would be completed right away.

Open Discussion:

a. Mayor Bebo commended Councilor Fogarty on his patience in dealing with the Chief Klein’s resignation and subsequent actions.  Bebo reported that it was a very trying ordeal and Councilor Fogarty was very professional about it.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty and seconded by Councilor Foss to adjourn this Regular Meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
