1. Councilor Wawrzyniak reported that MLS Manager Quast had interviewed and recommended for hire as a part time cleaner Ms. Heather Kaczmarek.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Heather Kaczmarek as a part time cleaner at the Auditorium.

Motion carried.
2. Councilor Wawrzyniak reported that it costs approximately $887.00 per month to operate the Auditorium and that cost is without any rentals.

3. Council discussed progress on hiring a Full time officer.  Councilor Fogarty reported that he and Chief Hummel will try to set up interviews with the intention of having a recommendation for the May 1 council meeting.  The Council asked that a recommendation for the Pool/Summer Rec Manager also be ready for that meeting if possible.

4. Reviewed progressed on Police Policy Manual and Councilor Wawrzyniak reported that he had yet to review it.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to adjourn this regular meeting of the City of Silver Lake City Council.
