1. The annual review for Chief Hummel was tabled until the next meeting.

New Business:

1. Ty Turnquist of MNSPECT gave reported on the following building inspection activities for the first quarter of 2010:

a. 3 general permits, school remodeling permit, and 1 commercial addition permit.

b. Reviewed a handout entitled “What things do I need to get a building permit for?”

c. Discussed what items are exempt from needing a building permit and if those items are included in the project value of a building permit.

2. Councilors reviewed expenses and revenues for the 1st quarter of 2010.  Clerk Venier reported that there was nothing out of the ordinary with the exception of the purchase of SCBA equipment for the Fire department but reminded Councilors that the City will recoup most of the expense through grant receipts from the assistance to firefighters program.

2. Clerk Venier requested replacing the sink in the bathroom as part of the remodeling of the room; he reported the cost would be approx. $200.
A motion was made by Councilor Pat Fogarty seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to allow Clerk Venier to authorize the addition of replacing a sink in the auditorium at a cost not to exceed $200.00.

3. Clerk Venier reminded Councilors that there will be a Board of Adjustments meeting on April 15th at 6:30pm.  This will be an open book meeting so the Council will not be able to take any action on property values and all adjustments must be presented to the County Board for approval.

4. Mayor Bebo and Clerk Venier updated the Council on the search progress to fill the Deputy Clerk position.

5. Councilor Fogarty reported that he had met with the Summer Rec Director and the program is being put together and a sign up will be held in early May.
