Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the Consent Agenda.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Department Business:
1. Liquor Store:  MLS Manager Quast gave the following report on Liquor Store & Auditorium operations:

a. Reported that March revenues were $51,387.51 and expenses were $50,437.63 resulting in a profit of $949.88.  Quast reported that he was pleased to see a profit for the month because there were three payrolls in March, which usually results in a loss.  Quast also gave daily and yearly comparison for Council review.

b. Quast also reviewed gross profit percentages.  On request of the Council Quast gave a breakdown of costs associated in operating the Auditorium without any special events (shows, weddings, etc.).  He and Clerk Venier reported that they reviewed the best available data and estimated that it cost approximately $2,354.59 per month to operate the Auditorium.  Councilors asked Quast to look into the possibility of contracting for some services as a way to operate it more efficiently.

c. Quast presented a proposal to purchase a Broaster brand Automatic Fryer at a cost of $5,857.50.  Discussion was held regarding if the purchase was in the Liquor Fund budget and Quast reported that he did budget some funds for capital purchases of equipment but it was less than the amount in the proposal.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the purchase of a Broaster brand Automatic Fryer at a cost of $5,857.50.

Against:  Mayor Bebo, Councilor Fogarty & Johnson
Motion failed.
d. Quast presented a proposal to purchase a new upright freezer to replace one.  The proposed freezer cost was $2,374.94 with shipping & tax.  Quast also reported that $3,000.00 was budgeted for freezer replacement.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the purchase of an upright freezer from Superior Products in the amount of $2,374.94.

Motion carried.
2. Public Safety: In a letter to the Council Chief Hummel reported the following:

a. Call activity was fairly typical since March 20th.

b. Interviews for the Full Time Officer vacancy will be set for 5/1& 5/2. Councilor Fogarty reported that they hope to have a recommendation by the second meeting in May.

c. Spoke at the Senior Dining Site on 4/5 regarding seniors’ Legal Rights and Responsibilities of Landlords and Tenants.  The PD will be scheduling an open house in June with a focus on Teen Internet Use.

3. Public Works:  Councilor Johnson reported the following Public Works activities.

a. All streets will have been swept by Monday. 

b. Alley repairs are ongoing.

c. Raking & seeding of boulevards that were cut by plowing was in progress.

d. Reported on stop sign visibility by pool.

e. Consumer Confidence Report had been published in 4/12/06 Leader in accordance with State law.

f. Reviewed repair costs for west lift station impellor.  Repair costs were estimated at $3,200.00.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve repairs to the West Lift Station.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
4. Community Development & Administration

a. Kyle Christenson reviewed building permit fees and answered Council questions and suggested an increase of some sort as the permit fees were calculated using the 1988 fee schedule.  Councilor Foss reported that he thought that since the City raised other fees at the last meeting they weren’t going to raise permit fees until next year.  Mayor Bebo informed Councilor Foss that was not the case.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to increase the 88 Building Code Fee schedule valuation fees by 15% and add a Site Inspection Fee (for new construction) of $35.00 to the Other Inspections and Fees.
Vote for:  Mayor Bebo, Councilors Fogarty, Johnson, & Wawrzyniak.
Against:  Councilor Foss
Motion carried.
b. Council reviewed Resolution 06-14: A resolution accepting a donation of $200 from McLeod Cooperative Power Association.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 06-14.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
c. Council reviewed Resolution 06-15:  A resolution approving the trade in of the John Deere lawn tractor and approving the purchase of a new John Deere lawn tractor from L&P Supply Co.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution 06-15.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
d. Council reviewed Resolution a resolution dissolving the Police Reserve Fund (206) and transferring the Fund deficit into the General Fund (101).  The resolution was tabled and the Clerk was directed to review this with the Police Chief.

e. Council reviewed a resolution approving the transfer of $4,524.15 to the Silver Edge Estates Fund (415) from the Liquor Fund (610).  The Council directed the Clerk to budget to zero out the fund in the 2007 budget.

f. Council reviewed options for the investment of monies from a Certificate of Deposit maturing in April.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to purchase a 12-month CD through 1st Community Bank.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.  

g. Clerk Venier presented a position description for a Recreation Director position.  Venier explained the position would oversee the operation of the aquatic center and the summer recreation program.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the position of Recreation Director at the Grade 8 level on the City’s compensation plan.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Fogarty to classify the position of Head Lifeguard at Grade 10 and Lifeguard and Summer Recreation attendant at Grade 11.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried; meeting adjourned at 8:30pm.
