Minutes

Silver Lake City Council

Regular Meeting

April 19th, 2004

Councilor Foss called the regular meeting of the City Council to order at 6:00pm.

Members present:  Councilors Fogarty, Kieser, and Foss

Mayor Bebo arrived at 6:20pm

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to approve the consent agenda.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Absent:  Mayor Bebo, Councilor Miska

Motion carried.

New Business:

1. Mr. Willie Krohn addressed the Council to request a peddlers License to set up a curbside vegetable stand on Main Street.  Being that Mr. Krohn did not have a spot to set up a stand the Council advised him to find somewhere to set it up and then request the license.

2. Mr. Loren Anderson of LACO Builders addressed the Council to request to split Lot 2 Block 2 of Silver Edge Estates Phase II.  Mr. Anderson presented plans that showed that the proposed split would result in 20 lots of 10,319 sq. Ft. and 11,069 sq. ft respectively.  Clerk Venier informed the Council that the Planning Commission had reviewed the plan and recommended the project and the lots comply with all zoning requirements.

A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve the plans presented to split Lot 2 Block 2 of Silver Edge Estates Phase II.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.

3. Chief Klien introduced newly hired Part Time Officer Ken Bauer to the Council.


Old Business:

1. Mr. Sheldon Swensen of Waste Management addressed the Council requesting that the City formally put the Garbage collection contract in Waste Management’s name as they have bought out Witte and he also requested that the contract be amended to delete the section designating that all recyclables be brought to the Material Recovery Facility owned by the County.  The Council informed Mr. Swensen that they had received a letter from McLeod County informing them that Waste Management was not complying with the current contract and asked that his company comply with the current contract before anything else is discussed.  Mr. Swensen informed the Council that his company has no intention to comply with the contract even though they comply with a similar contract with the City of Hutchinson.
The Council directed the City Clerk to forward this matter to the City Attorney and the City Clerk is to forward a letter to the County Board encouraging the County to take over recycling collection county wide if they would like the recyclables brought to their facility.

Department Business:

A. Liquor Store & Auditorium:
MLS Manager Quast gave the following report:  Sales continue to be up over 2003 and the monthly event calendar seems to be receiving good results.  So far the year to date profit is at $18,911.22. 

B. Public Safety 
Councilor Foss presented the following public safety report:

a. The police department has received about 700 gun locks through from Project ChildSafe which is a nationwide program to promote safe firearm handling and storage;

b. McLeod County will provide the PD with some equipment through a grant the County received under the Homeland Security Program.  Under this program the Fire Department had already received respirators.

c. In a written statement Chief Klein requested that the Council approve the use of 4-wheelers for Pola-Czesky days.  Councilor Foss informed the Council that he would not support this request because of the irresponsible use of the 4-wheelers by the PD last year and in talking with the Chief, Councilor Foss was not convinced that the Chief would use them responsibly.  The Council discussed alternatives and it was decided that the department should look at using golf carts and/or bicycles in place of 4-wheelers.  In the event that 4-wheelers will be used the Council suggested that guidelines for their use be drawn up and enforced. 

d. Foss reported that Chief Klien had met with the new reserves and issued some equipment.  The Council discussed the need for reserve officers at all events in the Auditorium that served alcohol and that there were no reserves on duty for the Annual Fireman’s held over the weekend.  Foss reported he will check on this and also reported that he will talk to Chief Klein about becoming more active in the schools as there has bee no activity with the schools in some time.   Also questioned was what is going on with the RPA check collection program that was introduced some time ago.

C. Public Works 
Councilor Fogarty gave the following report:

a. SEH has contacted someone to repair a storm drain in Phase II of Silver Edge Estates and there will be no cost to the City since the problem was an engineering error.

b. The MLS door is set to be replaced and Street crack filling has been completed.

D. Community Development Report
Councilor Kieser gave the following report:

a. Donations for the Summer Recreation program received so far are $675.00 from the Legion and SLFD Relief and the Lions have pledged the money they receive back from pull-tabs.  She will contact other s to see if they will contribute.

b. The next GSL Community committee will meet on Thursday 4/22.  Clerk Venier updated the Council on the Committee’s progress and informed the Council that a subcommittee on Collaboration and Funding has been developed to look at ways the City and School can possibly share resources.

E. Administration Report

a. Clerk Venier updated the Council that the building permit for a project at 300 E Main had been extended until June of 2004 and he would send the owner a letter regarding replacing the sidewalk abutting the property due to complaints received.

b. Also updated the Council on repairing of curb cuts by a property owner on Summit Ave

c. Councilor Foss informed the Council of the activities of the Planning Commission.  One of the recommendations of the Planning Commission was to have the Council approve $7,000.00 for the construction of a campground.  The Commissions recommendation was to have a sub-committee of the Council be directed to get estimates and quotes and if the project can be done under $7,000 than it would be constructed and if the committee can’t get the project done with that amount then the campground would not get done this year.

 A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve $7,000.00 from the sale of land to Lakes Gas for the construction of a campground facility.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Absent:  Councilor Miska
Motion carried.

The Council appointed Councilors Foss and Fogarty to work on this project and have the final proposal ready for the May 17th Regular meeting.
d. Venier updated the Council on the progress of the materials for the Small Cities Development Grant and requested some input from the Council as to what information to look for in conducting the survey’s which are part of the application.

e. Mayor Bebo asked that the Clerk arrange a Grand Opening for the Moon Star Antiques on Hwy 7.

f. Councilor Foss reviewed the possibility of developing a Lake Association.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to adjourn this meeting of the Council of the City of Silver Lake.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.
