Regular Meeting

April 19, 2010

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Members present:  Mayor Bruce Bebo, Councilors Pat Fogarty, Jennell Johnson, Carol Roquette, & Nolan Johnson (arrived at 7:10pm)

Other present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Bill Hummel, Police Chief; Kristi Mesenbrink; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve the agenda.
Vote for:  Unanimous

Motion carried.

Old Business:

1. Councilors conducted the Annual Review for Police Chief Bill Hummel.  On average Councilors rated Hummel’s performance as meeting the expectations of the position and asked Chief Hummel to work toward cutting costs, improving communications with Council and other City staff, more consistent enforcement of existing ordnances and explore shared services with other departments.
A motion was made by Councilor Roquette seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to approve the annual review and retain Bill Hummel as Police Chief.

Motion carried.
Department Business:

1. Liquor Store:  Councilor Jennell Johnson reviewed the following information:

a. The liquor store is gearing up for the summer months;

b. MLS Manager Jerry Quast will be on leave beginning on April 29, the length of leave is yet to be determined;

c. Presented the annual review for Lori Galles and recommended approval (no increase at this time due to longevity scale)
A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve the annual review for Lori Galles.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
d. Reviewed the financial reports for the MLS for the month of April.  Sales were at $46,972 for the month and net profit was at $3,327 for April.  Year to date totals are $126,811 for sales and $15,290 for net profit.

e. The annual review for Nikki Forcier was tabled for clarification of her rating.  The hire of Steven Juncewski was tabled for clarification on where he was needed as a cleaner.

2. Public Works:  Councilor Nolan Johnson reviewed the following:

a. Street sweeping for the spring season has been completed and will be done on an as needed basis until the fall.

b. Hydrant flushing has been completed.

c. Recall repairs on Waterous fir hydrants has been completed.  Work was done by a private contractor working for Waterous at no charge to the City.

d. Auditorium dance floor has been refinished.

e. Pool preparation and start up will start the week of 4/19/10.

f. Street inspection has been completed and it was noted that there were minimal crack filling needed but cracks will be filled.

g. Spring discharge of stabilization pond is underway.

h. Catch basin inspection and cleaning has been completed and the department would like to thank Steille Construction for the use of their vactor.  Routine maintenance will continue.

i. Councilor Nolan Johnson said he had received two complaints about the alley near Grove Ave.  Councilor Nolan Johnson reported there is severe frost boils down the entire middle of the alley to the point that make it hard to travel on the alley.  He suggested getting cost proposals for installing a tile line and put a better surface on the alley.

j. Councilors asked that public works check on a hole in the street on Summit Ave.

3. Public Safety:  Councilor Roquette reviewed the following:

a. The police department have been visiting with property owners to try and prevent any blight issues;

b. Reviewed costs associated with amending the City Code to require all dogs & cats to be licensed.  Software ($630.56) Pet ID tags ($487.50).  Councilors discussed the need for amending the current ordinance with Councilor Fogarty saying he would rather see the current ordinance being enforced before amending it.
A motion was made by Councilor Roquette seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to adopt an ordinance amending Chapter 10 of the City Code requiring cats & dogs to be licensed.
Vote for:  Councilor Nolan Johnson and Roquette
Against:  Mayor Bebo and Councilors Pat Fogarty and Jennell Johnson
Motion failed.

Councilors asked that the proposed amended ordinance be presented along with the current ordinance for their review at the next meeting.

c. Police conducted a presentation for pre-school students;

d. Discussed a possible lease agreement with McLeod County to install a laptop in the squad car.  The lease would be a four-year lease agreement at a total cost of $9,729.29 and a quote was received from Shiroo Electric for $1,246.41 to install the hardware needed in the squad.
A motion was made by Councilor Roquette seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to approve a four-year Contract with McLeod County to lease a Computer and support services at a total cost of $9,729.29.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

A motion was made by Councilor Roquette seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to approve the proposal from Schiroo Electric/Insight for $1,246.41 for the installation of a computer in the squad car.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

The money will come from $2,500 donation from the Silver Lake Lions received in 2008.

4. Community Development:  Councilor Fogarty reported that the Planning Commission did not meet in March; he Clerk Venier, and Summer Rec Director Gary Kosek met and discussed this years summer rec programs and a sign up day will be held on May 5th for parents.  
Councilors discussed a date for the Spring Clean up and it was decided that the Clean up will be held on Saturday May 1 from 8am to noon.

5. Administration:  Clerk Venier reported on the following:

a. Presented the March Treasurer’s Report.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to transfer $4,707.43 from the General Fund to the Silver Edge Estates Capital Improvement fund to eliminate the deficit that the fund has been operating in for the past few years.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
b. Council considered resolution 10-08 approving the payment of Property/Liability insurance premiums.  Clerk Venier reported that the premiums had come in under the budgeted amount for 2010.
A motion was made by Councilor Jennell Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve Resolution 10-08 approving the payment of Property/Liability Insurance premiums to LMCIT.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
c. Council considered resolution 10-09 appointing election judges.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve Resolution 10-09 appointing election judges.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
d. Mayor Bebo and Clerk Venier introduced Mrs. Kristi Mesenbrink as their recommendation for the Deputy Clerk position.  Mrs. Mesenbrink told Councilors she has a Bachelor’s Degree in Finance and Business Administration and banking experience.
A motion was made by Councilor Roquette seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to approve Kristi Mesenbrink as a full time Deputy Clerk, pending completion of a background check.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.

Motion carried; meeting adjourned at 9:36 pm.
