Mayor Bebo opened the hearing at 6:30 PM.

· Mr. Willard Trunka presented a complaint about the property on the north side of Highway 7 that had numerous junk cars parked on it.
The Board informed Mr. Trunka that the purpose of this meeting was to review disputed assessed values of properties and that nothing could be done at this meeting to address his issue.

· Mr. Joe Bandas asked for clarification to his tax bill and why it went up so much.  The board reviewed his bill and informed him that the school board referendum was the major increase in his tax bill.

· Mr. Bandas addressed the Board on behalf of his son Brad Bandas and asked that the Board review the assessed value and the County Assessor found that the assessed value was actually more than what the home sold for.
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to lower the assessed value of 304 Lake Ave N to the sale price of the home.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

· Mr. Scott Jurek asked for a review of his assessed value stating that the value of his father’s property was lower.  The assessor reviewed the properties and showed Mr. Jurek the difference for the valuations.  No action was taken.

· Councilor Foss inquired as to how the value on a lot of land he owned was derived.  No action taken.

· Mayor Bebo raised a concern on behalf of his father-in-law at 205 Queen Ave.  The County Assessor reviewed the concern and recommended that the Board could lower the value by $3,400.00.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to lower the value of the property at 205 Queen Ave. by $3,400.00.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.

· Mayor Bebo discussed the value of his property located at 129 Main St.  The County Assessors explained the valuation formula.  No action taken.

· Discussion was held regarding the classification of the property at 125 Main St West as it is currently classified as Residential and should be classified as commercial.  The County assessor will reclassify this property for 2004.  No action was taken.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to adjourn the Board of Adjustments Hearing.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
