New Business:

1. Clerk Venier presented a request from the Pola Czesky Committee to park cars for a Car Show on Main Street & Oliver Ave on Saturday 8/5/06.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the use of Oliver Ave & Main Street near the Legion Park for a car show.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.  
The Council directed Clerk Venier to review the plan with the Police to determine if the streets should be closed.

2. Mr. Dale Kosek and Harvey Mikolichek addressed the Council on behalf of the Silver Lake Pool & Parks Organization to request a loan to cover the outstanding pledges and amount need to be raised to complete the pool.  Mr. Mikolichek presented a proposal in which the City would loan the Pool organization $70,000.00 to cover the remaining expenses until the remaining pledges were received or raised by the Pool Organization. 
Mayor Bebo asked that the Pool Organization would need to open up their books so everything could be tied out on the project so that there would not be any invoices outstanding if the City was going to get involved. 
Mikolichek reported that the Pool Organization has $22,601.00 on hand and proposed the following repayment plan:

$ 4,000.00 paid 2009
The Council directed Clerk Venier to get exact numbers and check on the legalities of the request with the City Attorney and report at the next Council meeting.


3. State Representative Candidate Ron Shimanski addressed the Council to introduce himself and discussed his candidacy and desire to serve the people of our area in St. Paul.

4. Councilor Fogarty updated the Council that interviews for the vacant Full Time Police Officer position and a recommendation will be made at the 5/15/06 meeting.

5. Councilor Foss informed the Council that a dock had been installed at the public access on Silver Lake.  The dock was installed by the DNR and was obtained through the efforts of the Silver Lake Enhancement Association.
