2. Mr. Willie Krohn addressed the Council to request a peddler’s license to operate a vegetable stand on Friday and Saturday mornings at 300 Main St W.

3. Clerk Venier introduced Resolution 04-04: A resolution ordering the replacement of sidewalk at 300 Main St E and reported that this is part of the enforcement procedure under City code to order the replacement of a sidewalk.

Old Business:

1. Discussion was held regarding the Refuse collection contract with Waste Management.  Clerk informed the Council that the City Attorney had sent a letter of intention to Waste Management but as of yet nothing was received from Waste Management.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to thirty (30) day notice to Waste Management to comply with the Contract or it will be terminated.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

2. 2004 Summer Recreation Program:  The Clerk Venier reviewed the Summer Recreation program for 2004 and requested that all of the programs be combined and two individuals be hired to provide a variety of recreation activities that would be scheduled each day.  Clerk will present an outline at the next meeting.

3. Councilor Foss and Clerk Venier informed the Council that the proposed campground project will not work at the site proposed and will be abandon at this time.  Councilor Foss suggested that some of the money that the Council had approved for the campground could possibly be used to form a Lake Association to do some development of Silver Lake.

4. Councilor Fogarty informed the Council that the pool will be open this year.

5. Councilor Miska once again informed the Council of a need to construct some sort of fence area at the MLS to keep garbage and cardboard in the dumpsters from being blown into neighboring yards.  The Clerk is to work with the MLS Manager to complete this project.

A motion to adjourn was made by Councilor Miska and Seconded by Councilor Foss.
