Regular Meeting

May 5, 2008

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Members present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader; Kevin Bogdan, Steve & Lisa Hauer; Frank Kolfgen, Scott Ardolf

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the agenda.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the Consent Agenda.

Old Business:

1. Councilors reviewed a proposed ordinance that would replace the current ordinance regulating the sale of intoxicating beverages within the City.  Clerk Venier explained that the proposed ordinance would allow the City to permit the City to issue On-Sale Liquor licenses to private establishments such as hotels, restaurants, etc.  The Ordinance would require that 70% of the revenues derived in a restaurant come from food sales and liquor sales could not exceed 30% of revenues, this would be verified annually.  Hotels applying would have to have at least 10 guest rooms and a dining room serving the general public with facilities to seat at least 30 guests.  Venier explained that other Cities permit fees for on-sale liquor range from $500 to $3800 per year.
Councilors suggested holding a public hearing on this ordinance to gain input from the public and scheduled a public hearing for June 2nd and asked Clerk Venier to run a notice two times in the paper to encourage residents to give input on the matter.


2. Councilors reviewed Resolution 08-12: setting a rate schedule for the Bruce Maresh Aquatic Center for 2008.  This matter was tabled from the last meeting. 

Venier informed Councilors that he had received a request that the rental rate be reduced for non-profit groups that would like to rent the pool and he suggested that if they wanted to do this he recommended a 5% discount.  Councilors said that the 5% wouldn’t make much of a difference and suggested keeping it the same for everyone.

Members discussed different rate options and amended the resolution to set the rates as follows:

a. Family Passes (up to 5 members)
$90.00 and $15.00/additional member 

b. Individual Pass


$55.00

c. Daily Pass


$  5.00

d. Daily Pass Book (10 passes)
$40.00

e. Swim Lessons


$35.00

f. Semi-Private Lessons

$55.00

g. Pool Rental 1 hour

$100.00 

h. Pool Party Package

$150.00
Includes 1 hr rental, 20 cans soda, either 20 hotdogs or 4 pizzas

i. Extra Life guard (groups over 20ppl)
$15.00/hr


A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 08-12: Approving 2008 rates for the Bruce Maresh Aquatic Center. 
Vote for:  Mayor Bebo, Councilors Johnson & Wawrzyniak
Against:  Councilor Fogarty
Motion carried.


3. Councilor reviewed a proposed Business Investment Loan Program.  Clerk Venier described the program and stated that currently there is very little funds available to the program and that would have to be considered in future budgets if the program was going to provide any assistance.
Councilors asked Venier to get more information as to how the loan would be secured and if there would be any costs associated with participating in the program.  Councilors agreed the concept is good but wanted to see all the details worked out and presented before any action on the program was taken.

Councilors also discussed how the money will be distributed and if they should set some priorities or if it will be a first come first serve basis for lending the monies.

New Business:

1. Councilors reviewed an application for a variance at 216 Queen Ave.  Mr. Scott Ardolf discussed his proposed project and the need from the variance from the rear setbacks in order to do the project. Clerk Venier informed Councilors of the following findings of facts from the Planning Commission, which held a public hearing on the matter on April 29th at 7:00p.m. :

a. Variance is requested to reduce the rear setback from 25’ to 2.5’.

b. Applicant desires to tear down existing detached garage and construct an attached garage to the home.
c. Existing lot size would not allow for the construction of an attached garage that would conform to existing zoning requirements.

d. Received one letter supporting the variance from the resident neighboring the property to the east.
e. Addition would be done in such a manner as to match the existing home and ridgeline for roof would be constructed so run off would not be directed to short side of property (North and South instead of East)

f. Commission received no input opposing the project at the Public Hearing.  Only people that were present were the applicant.

g. Planning Commission unanimously recommends approval of the variance.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve a variance for 216 Queen Ave.
Vote for:  Unanimous

Open Discussion:

1. Mayor Bebo informed Councilors that the City would be running an ad looking for interested candidates to fill the vacant Council seat. 


2. Mr. Kevin Bogdan addressed the Council to express interest in filling the vacant seat on the City Council. Mr. Bogdan told Councilors that he is self-employed and has 10 years of management experience running a bussing company on the east coast.  Councilors asked why he would be interested in the seat, to which Mr. Bogdan told Councilors that he would like to help improve the City, most specifically, improving profitability of the liquor store and improving the Police Department.  Councilors told Mr. Bogdan that they hope to fill the seat at its next meeting.


3. Councilors inquired into the need for a silt fence for a construction project and directed City Staff to post a stop work notice if one is not installed immediately.


4. Mr. Steve Hauer, president of the Silver Lake Business Association, updated the Council on the activities of the SLBA, stating that they had sponsored a sign along the Highway 7 detour encouraging motorists to visit Silver Lake.


5. Mr. Frank Koelfgen addressed the Council requesting permission to put a sign along Highway 7 near Grove Ave.  Clerk Venier informed him that the area in not in the City and is on private property so he would have to contact the owner for permission and the County as to what types of signs are allowed.


6. Councilors discussed the start of the pool season and expressed an interest in seeing the pool open by Memorial Day, weather permitting.  Clerk Venier told Councilors that he will check with Public Works Director Kosek to see if that would be an obtainable goal.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
