Liquor Store & Auditorium

Public Safety Report

1. Councilor Kieser gave the following Public Safety report:

b. Reviewed a letter from McLeod County Sheriff stating that the County will begin charging for officers to qualify with weapons in 2004.   Councilor Kieser reviewed three options to handle this new proposed training expense:

i. Send Chief Klien to a course to a Handgun Instructor program and the City would absorb the total cost of the training;

ii. Pay 50% of the tuition to the City of Lester Prairie so their officer can become an instructor and in return they would conduct the qualifying of Silver Lake officers at no additional charge;

iii. Continue with McLeod County and pay the fees

c. Reserve officer’s will attend use of force training on the 17th of May

d. Reported three ambulance runs for May

e. At the request of Councilor Kieser, Chief Klien will give a blight report at the next meeting.

Public Works Report:

3. No green barrier is needed near the Lakes Gas land due to Lakes Gas putting in the green slats in the fence.

4. Wastewater treatment facility permit reissued to 4/30/2008.

5. I & I program has been moving along with 3 more homes rainwater drainage tiles disconnected from the sanitary line.  Will be working with the Building Inspector and Clerk to have this inspection built into the permit process.
