Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

New Business:
1. Mr. Tom Homme and Mr. Jon Thom gave a presentation on water treatment options for the City and the Council asked them to compile some options that the City may have along with the costs associated for presentation at the second meeting in June.

2. Briefly discussed land issue in the area of East Ave and Center Street the matter will be referred to the City Attorney.

Department Business:

A. Liquor Store:  Councilor Foss reported that April had a loss in profits of $3,078.52.  This was due to a three payroll month and the purchase of capital equipment for $1,798.68. Year to date profit for the MLS is at $15,675.86.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the review and a step increase for Lori Gales.

B. Public Safety:  Councilor Fogarty presented a report of police activity for May 8-14, 2005.  Fogarty also reported on search process for new Chief of Police and it was decided that a Special meeting will be held on 5/23/05 at 7:00 p.m. for interviews for Chief position.

C.  Public Works:  Councilor Wawrzyniak presented the following report:

i. We have contacted Pittsburgh Tank to get a quote on Epoxy of Water Tower.  No quote yet.

ii. Consumer Confidence Report for water department will be published in next week’s Leader.  Also put on City’s web site.

iii. Would like Council’s input on if we should sell the old Toro Lawnmower.

iv. To be clear of Council’s awareness of Dale’s role as stated in the land lease agreement for the pool.  Dale is to act as City’s resident inspector.  So everyone is aware that Dale will be on site when items that pertain to the City’s best interest need to be addressed. (i.e. Sewer/water connections, pool piping, mechanical installations)  Dale will be on the time clock as he have done on other projects.  Dale will also be volunteering, his time (vacation, weekends) to help with some of the construction activities.  If anyone asks Dale wanted the Council to be aware of this arrangement.

v. Storm sewer repaired on Oliver by City Park and Catch Basin was replaced on Grove.

vi. We have been put on the schedule to get jetter in to clean storm sewers at:

1. Main & Lane to the lake (Creamery)

2. Center & Oliver to Main St

3. Center & Nome north to Frank and west to Lane

4. Cleveland & Lake south to lake.

vii. 5/14/05 we will be completing Pond Discharge started 5/2/05.  All discharge sample results from lab have come back well within discharge limits.

D. Community Development:  Councilor Johnson gave the following report:
i. Summer Recreation Program:
Christy Maesse presented the final plans for the 2005 Summer Recreation Program and reported that there are not any field trips planned as of yet due to some bussing issues.  Clerk Venier will contact GSL School & bussing company to arrange some bussing.  Mrs. Maesse reported that there were 17 signed up for summer recreation, 21 for baseball, and 18 for T-ball.

Chairman Ron Yurek called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

New Business:
1. Reviewed the request for paving area east of East Ave on Center street.  Venier explained history of the project and that the idea was to have access to the back portion of two lots that are east of East Avenue belonging to Mr. Gary Butler of 300 Main East and a land swap with Mr. Andy Lundholm for the construction of a swale design to handle water coming off of Center St.  The current request is to formalize what is to be done and look at the possibility of paving or putting gravel down so that access is improved for these lots.
A motion by Commissioner Johnson and seconded by Commissioner Quast to recommend that the City vacate 40’ of Center Street east of the previously vacated 40’ of Center Street east of the easterly line of East Avenue and to Quit Claim the northern 20’ of the eastern 98’ of Center Street to Mr. Andy Lundholm.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
The planning commission recommended that any roadway construction in this area be designed by an expert as to avoid disrupting the functionality of the swale.

2. Received a Conditional Use Permit Application for construction of an accessory structure over 800 sq. ft.  The application if for construction of a 960 sq. ft. garage at 209 Grove Ave NE.  Public Hearing will be scheduled for June 14 at 7 PM in the Auditorium.

A motion to made by Commissioner Johnson and seconded by Commissioner Horrman to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake Planning Commission.

iii. Aquatic Center:
Demolition of old pool & bathhouse is complete and construction is set to begin as soon as plans are approved from State.

E.  Administration Report:  Clerk Venier presented the following report:

i. Sale of City property.  The following items we should consider selling if the Council approves, if approved we will advertise to sell them or if the Council wishes we can do it through a sealed bid process (this process is only needed if any city officials or employees want to buy):

1. Lawn Mower


2. Booths from MLS

3. 3-bay bar sink from MLS

ii. The Council reviewed a Snow Removal & Street Sweeping Agreement with the County. Council already approved the terms this is simply the formal agreement.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve the Agreement for Snow Removal & Street Sweeping Agreement with McLeod County.

Motion carried.
iii. Office network still being worked on but new computers are being utilized; we are in the process of finding an individual to set up and maintain our network on a contract basis.

iv. Still working on the 2004 Audit and a report will be ready for Council in June.

v. Discussed the possibility of eliminating on call time from the PD if the Sheriffs office is covering it already.  Clerk Venier is to get more information and present at the next meeting.

vi. Clerk Venier reported on a meeting with representatives from MN DEED regarding our Small Cities Development Grant Application and reviewed a letter from the Municipal Development Group summarizing the meeting.  Interest & involvement from the Council is very much encouraged to make this application more attractive for funding.  (Council involvement could include helping to raise resident/business interest in participating and phone calls to state reps informing them of our intent)   The main thing about this program is it will not only provide housing & commercial rehab but will be a great funding mechanism for the EDA’s future activities.

vii. A peddler’s license application was reviewed for Deanna Cockhill to operate an ice cream truck this summer.  
A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve a peddler’s license for Deanna Cockhill pending a successful background investigation.
