May 17, 2004


Mayor Bebo called the regular meeting of the City Council to order at 6:00pm.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve the consent agenda.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

Department Business:

A. Liquor Store & Auditorium:
MLS Manager Quast gave the following report:  

a. Sales were up $8,326.52 over April of 2003 and reported a loss of $641 but explained that the loss was due to a month in which the MLS had three payroll and that in the previous year the three payroll months ended up in losses of approximately $4,000.  

b. Quast informed the Council of a recent vacancy and that he and Councilor Miska had interviewed Ms. Bobbi Behling and he would like the Council to consider her for the vacant position.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to hire Bobbi Behling as a part time bartender> Seconded by Councilor Miska.

c. Quast requested the purchase a glass cleaner and reported a purchase price of $3,750.00 and a lease option of $85.00 per month for 60 months with a 10% buyout at the end of the lease.  Also included in the request was an additional $734 for stainless steel tables.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve the $734 for the tables and to approve the purchase of the Glass Cleaner on the Lease option at $85.00/month for 60 months.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

d. Discussion about hours on Memorial Day was held and Mr. Quast requested approval to be open from 11:30am until approximately 9:00pm or business slows.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve the opening of the Municipal Liquor Store on Memorial Day 2004 from 11:30 am until approximately 9:00 pm.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

B. Public Safety 
Councilor Foss presented the following public safety report:

a. Councilor Foss distributed a written report from the Police Chief in which the Chief reported that the training with Officer Bauer is going well and will be completed soon.  Chief Klein reported that his department was not well enough equipped for responding to simultaneous calls during Pola-Czesky days and response times would be slow because the department only has one squad.  Councilor Foss informed the Council that two golf carts that have been donated for use by the PD on Pola Czesky days and it was his understanding that the 4 wheelers were used to help provide non-emergency transportation between the ball parks and downtown area and not to replace an emergency response vehicle.  Councilor Foss reiterated that the 4-wheelers were used irresponsibly in the past and would likely be used irresponsibly again.  If the Chief feels the department is not able to cover the City during Pola-Czesky days then the City should be talking with the County or neighboring towns about additional coverage.   

C. Public Works 
Councilor Fogarty gave the following report:

a. The replacement of the section of curd & gutter that was engineered improperly has been completed in Silver Edge and blacktopping is set to be done in the next two weeks; at which time other spots around town will be filled in as well. 

b. The compost pile is set to be removed in early June.


D. Community Development Report
Clerk Venier forwarded the Planning Commission’s recommendations on the following:

a. Variance request for 300 Lake Ave South:  Mayor Bebo and Councilor Fogarty expressed concern over granting a variance for this and suggested that a Conditional Use Permit be issued so that the City will be able to set some conditions for height and setbacks for this project.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve a Conditional Use permit 04-01 for 300 Lake Ave S.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

b. Conditional use approval for a handmade fence at 1016 Main St W.  
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve a Conditional Use Permit for the handmade fence at 1016 Main St W with the stipulations that it be painted and kept in good construction.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

Councilor Kieser reported that there was a request by the Softball League to replace the lights at the softball fields.  Clerk Venier informed the Council that they will have cost information at the next meeting.
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to hire Scott Lhotka as the Pool Manager for 2004.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to hire Rhonda Kaczmarek and Theresa Kuester to work at the pool for 2004.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

Motion carried.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to hire Jessica Fogarty and Fred Anderson as Summer Rec Supervisors for 2004. Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Abstain:  Councilor Fogarty

Discussion was held regarding conducting a citywide survey.
The Council was asked by the Baseball team to select a winner for its T-shirt design contest and the wining design was submitted by Brandon Greely.
The Council visited property located at 121 Grove Ave NE to follow-up on a blight complaint and it was decided the not enough progress was being made and if the lot was not cleaned up in 10 days the City would clean it at the owners expense.  Discussion was held and the Council will review the definition of blight with the Chief of Police as his definition is very different from that of the Council and many of the residents as numerous complaints keep coming in and the Chief reports that he has it under control.

Councilor Foss informed the Council that there would be an informational meeting on June 9th at 7 PM for the Silver Lake Lake Association.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this meeting of the Council of the City of Silver Lake.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.
