Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Members present:  Mayor Bruce Bebo; Councilors Pat Fogarty, Nolan Johnson, Jennell Johnson, and Carol Roquette

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to approve the agenda.

A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve the Consent Agenda.

Old Business:

1. Councilors discussed meeting attendance and inquired about different options available to ensure that the meetings are attended by all members on a regular basis.  Councilor Roquette informed Councilors that it is a priority that she attends and explained her work scheduling process; she explained that she had missed her bid deadline last month to request days off of work but hoped in would not be a problem in the future.  

Councilors discussed the possibility of moving the day that Council meetings are held but most 
members agreed that Monday’s worked the best.

Clerk Venier asked Councilors if they would like to go back to one meeting per month as they had discussed in the past.  Mayor Bebo expressed apprehension about one meeting per month as he had experienced lengthy meeting in the past when there was only one per month; he suggested going to one meeting per month and every quarter having an extra meeting thus eliminating eight meetings per year.  Councilors agreed on this plan and asked to have the two meeting months in Apr, July, Oct, & Jan on the 1st and third Mondays and the remainder of the year meetings will be held on the 3rd Monday.

Clerk Venier presented a proposed policy for the presentation of items for Council consideration and suggested the Council set this policy up to help stream line information being presented to the Council for recommended actions.  Councilors asked if the policy would inhibit people from coming to the Council to express ideas or concerns; Venier said there would still be an Open Discussion for such items but the policy would set an orderly process by which information would be presented for discussion and allow items to be researched by staff if need be.

A motion was made by Councilor Jennell Johnson seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to approve the Policy for the Presentation of Item for Council Consideration.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to approve Resolution 09-15: Changing the meeting dates of the Silver Lake City Council.

New Business:

1. Councilors reviewed a request from the Dairy Day committee to close the portion of Center Street between Park and Oliver Avenues on June 19, 2009 for the Dairy Day Celebration in the Legion park.

A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to close Center Street between Park Ave and Oliver Ave for the Dairy Day Celebration on June 19, 2009.

Open Discussion:

1. Mayor Bebo suggested that City staff open discussions with the County to see if there is any consideration as to how to prepare and prevent the transfer of Ash Borer infested wood coming into the City via the compost site.  Councilors asked Clerk Venier to contact McLeod County Solid Waste to open discussion on this matter.


2. Councilors inquired if the City has set up a clean up day as was done in the past.  Clerk Venier reported that nothing has been set up as of yet.  Councilors asked Venier to set something up for June 20th from 8am to Noon, if possible and advertise it, along with the rates.

A motion was made by Councilor Jennell Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to have a City wide clean up on June 20th from 8am to Noon.

Motion carried.

3. Mayor Bebo asked if it were possible for department heads to keep spending under $1000 but have multiple transactions to avoid having to come before the Council for approval of spending.  Clerk Venier said he was not aware of that practice being done and suggested that Councilors discuss this with their respective department head if they felt this was being done.  Councilors asked Venier to review the spending policy with department heads at their next meeting.


A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
