Regular Meeting

June 2, 2008

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Members present:  Councilors Pat Fogarty, Nolan Johnson, Dale Miska, & Karl Wawrzyniak  

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Frank Koelfgen, Ray & Sharon Bandas; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the agenda.

Old Business:

1. Mayor Bebo opened the public hearing to gain public input on the proposed ordinance revising the City’s current Liquor regulations.
Clerk Venier answered Councilors questions regarding having different times of operation for different types of liquor licenses.  Venier said, after discussions with the City Attorney, he thought it would be best to set on standard of operating hours for all entities; he also pointed out that the ordinance would set a minimum age of 21 for those who would be serving the alcohol. 
Mr. Frank Koelfgen told Councilors that he was happy to see that the Council was open to this issue and he felt that by having more options in town of where someone could go it would attract people to the area.  Mr. Koelfgen also said he didn’t want to become a bar but rather offer the on sale of liquor and beer as a hope to attract more business to his restaurant.  
Councilors discussed a fee the City should charge for the on sale licenses if they do allow for such sales.  Councilor Miska expressed a desire to set the cost at $3,000 per year, Councilor Johnson suggested $2,500, and Mayor Bebo and Councilor Wawrzyniak felt $2,500 to $3,000 would be reasonable.  All members said they were still not sure on whether or not to change the existing system of Liquor control yet and were frustrated that more people didn’t attend to give input on this matter.
Councilors asked Clerk Venier to advertise for another public hearing to be scheduled for the July 7th regular meeting.

New Business:

1. Mr. Ray Bandas addressed the Council on behalf or the Silver Lake Knights of Columbus and presented a donation for $965.15.  Mr. Bandas reported that the funds were to go towards the summer recreation program and were collected from a paper recycling drive held in May.  He also informed the Council that the KCs will be holding another paper drive to raise money for the Bruce Maresh Aquatic Center.

2. Clerk Venier presented and reviewed a report of year to date expenditures and revenues for Council consideration.  Also included in the report were projections for the General Fund and Venier reported that, barring any unexpected changes, the General Fund should have a surplus of approximately $10,500.  This surplus combined with the budgeted contingency should increase the General Fund balance by approximately $41,000 for 2008.  Venier also suggested that Councilors review the budget with their appropriate department heads and encourage them to closely monitor spending for the remainder of the year.

Open Discussion:

1. Mayor Bebo informed Councilors that the Family of Elizabeth Wendolek would like to donate money towards the purchase of an engraved memorial park bench to be put near the pavilion in the park on Main St, as she was a big fan of the Music in the Park series.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to accept a donation for a memorial park bench from the Family of Elizabeth Wendolek.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
2. Councilor Johnson informed Councilors that he has received a request from Police Chief Hummel that the City adopt a policy to fine residents and businesses for false alarms.  Councilor Johnson reported that Chief Hummel informed him that they have had ten calls for service to one place, which turned out to be nothing.  Councilors asked Councilors Johnson to research the matter and come back with an actual proposed policy.

3.  Mr. Ken Merrill addressed the Council and asked if the City would close Center Street from Oliver Ave to Park Ave on Friday June 12 for the Dairy Day Celebration.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to close Center Street from Oliver Ave to Park Ave on Friday June 13 for the Dairy Day Celebration.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
4. Mayor Bebo informed Councilors that he is working on a plan to host an outdoor movie in the park this summer.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried; meeting adjourned at 8:30 P.M.
