Mayor Bebo opened the regular meeting of the City Council of Silver Lake at 6:00 pm.

Old Business:

1. Summer recreation committee report on the costs of campsite near pool.
Discussion was held regarding the layout of the campsites and size of the sites was set at 30’X 60’.  Costs of a road, electrical, picnic tables and fire rings were discussed and the summer rec committee presented some estimates.  The committee is to get a detailed breakdown of the costs and report to the next meeting.

2. A budget for the Summer Recreation program was reviewed and the Clerk recommended five people for hire to operate the summer recreation program.

New Business:

1. Mr. Ken Merrill requested that the Dairy Days association be allowed to close a portion of Center St. for the Dairy Day celebration on Friday June 13, 2003.

2. Recommendations from the Pool Manager were reviewed for this season pool schedule and life guards and instructors.

3. Ordinance 57: An ordinance extending the corporate limits of the City of Silver Lake to include certain unincorporated unplatted land abutting the City Limits was reviewed.  The Clerk informed the Council that this is the ordinance formally annexing the land to be developed for Phase II of Silver Edges Estates into the City.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve Ordinance 57: An ordinance extending the corporate limits of the City of Silver Lake to include certain unincorporated unplatted land abutting the City Limits.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

4. Discussion was held regarding Resolution 03-11: A resolution regarding firearms and weapons on City Property.
A motion was made by Councilor Keiser to approve Resolution 03-11: A resolution regarding firearms and weapons on City Property.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.

Consideration of resolution 03-11 was tabled until the July 2nd meeting.

5. A motion was made by Councilor Foss to amend the Mutual Aid Agreement with the City of Hutchinson to include guidelines for an automatic paging procedure.  Seconded by Councilor Keiser.

Open Discussion:

1. Councilor Foss presented Rich Walter for hire as a part-time bartender.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to hire Rich Walter as a Part-time bartender at the starting wage pending the results of his drug test.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

2. Clerk gave the Council a letter from GSL School district asking for permission to install an antenna on the City’s water tower.  The Council directed the Clerk to respond allowing the school district to use the space requested but with the stipulation that should it be needed in the future the space is not guaranteed.

3. Councilor Keiser and the Police Chief presented Officer Hummel’s annual review and recommended that Officer Hummel be moved to the next pay step.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to accept the review of Officer Hummel and move him to the next pay step.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

4. Councilor Keiser presented a list of issues concerning police department operations that she had been informed of as the liaison to the police department.  The Police Chief reported that he did not know there were any problems in his department.  

a. Discussion was held regarding if department heads are allowed to work from home and the Chief reported that he worked at home because his wife could type the administrative offenses ordinance faster than he could and he also made some trips to Crow River Press.  The Clerk asked the Council if working at home is permissible for Department Heads as none of the other department heads work from their homes.  The Chief reported that he would not work from home anymore.

b. Councilor Fogarty expressed his frustration with the issues brought forth by Councilor Keiser and requested that a new liaison be appointed to the police department.

c. Discussion was held regarding pay for training programs that are not required under POST.

d. Discussion was held regarding volunteer work versus on the job responsibilities.

e. Discussion of scheduling practices in the police department as the full-time officer had expressed frustration to Councilor Keiser with working every Sunday for over a year.  The Chief told the Council he thought this was ok with Officer Hummel.

f. Discussion of the need for correct completion of PD timesheets.

g. Councilor Keiser reported that she had received complaints that the Chief didn’t wear his uniform on his day shifts and the Council recommended that he wear the uniform while on duty with the exception of when he washes the squad.

h. The supervision of part-time officers was discussed and the Chief reported that he is following POST requirements and the County covers supervision of the part-time officer when he is not available.

i. The ride along policy was discussed and the Chief reported that he thought it was ok to let the part-time officer conduct ride-alongs.

j. Discussion was held regarding the Community Youth Fund and the Clerk reported that if the Chief is going to be responsible for that fund it has to be moved out of the City’s name and operate as a non-profit operation.  Discussion was also held as to whether or not the City should pay the Chief to run the Youth Fund due to the fact that all other members of the Committee are volunteers.

k. Councilor Keiser expressed frustrations with what the other Councilors expect from her as a liaison.

5. The Clerk reported on the aid reductions from the State and that Local Government Aid to Silver Lake is reduced by $30,000 for 2003 and 2004 and then according to the new LGA formula the City will lose approximately $50,000 in subsequent years.

6. Discussion regarding blight on property on Cleveland Ave.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the City Council.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.
