Old Business:

1. Clerk Venier reviewed the following programs being offered for Summer Recreation:

a. Summer Recreation Program: Cost is $25.00; program runs from 6/12 thru 8/18 on Mon, Wed, & Fri from 9:00 – 11:00 am and til noon when they visit the pool.  There are field trips being scheduled as well.

b. Tball: Cost is $15.00 and will run from 6/19 to 8/18 on Mon & Wed from 6:00 – 7:30 pm.  A Saints Game trip is being planned.

c. Baseball/Softball:  Cost is $20.00 and will run from 6/19 to 8/18 on Tue & Thur from 10 am – noon.  A Saints game trip is also being planned.

d. Camps:  

i. A Football Camp will be held from July 10-14.  Cost is $20.00 and will be from 8:30 to 10:30 am at Rumrill-Tschimperle Field.

ii. A Basketball Camp will be held from July 24-28 at Lakeside. Cost is $20.00.

2. Without any recommendation from Chief Hummel for hiring a Full Time Officer the Council discussed the Chief’s refusal to attend Council meetings and recommend someone for fill the vacant Full Time position in the Department.  
Council Liaison to the PD Pat Fogarty read a email response that he had received from Chief Hummel in which Hummel he didn’t know he was supposed come to the meeting.  Councilor Fogarty reported that the Chief had approved this hiring process and had agreed on three occasions to present his recommendation to the Council as a whole and was refusing to do so.  
Mayor Bebo told the Council that he did not like Department Heads dictating what Council members should do as was indicated in Chief Hummel’s email to Councilor Fogarty.
Council Members could not understand why Chief Hummel was not wanting to fill the opening and decided that Mayor Bebo and Councilor Fogarty meet with Chief Hummel to review the issue and schedule a Special Meeting to resolve the issue and fill the opening.

3. Roxy Yurek addressed the Council concerning the Pola Czesky Committee’s request to have a fireworks display on Saturday during the Pola Czesky celebration.  She reported that the Committee had received a $2,000 donation and would like the City to spend the extra $1,000 that would be needed put on the show.  She also reported that the Company that does the show provides insurance.  Clerk Venier reported that there is $1,000 budgeted in Community Development for Contract Services that the City could use for this purpose.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve an expense of $1,000.00 for the purpose of putting on a Fireworks display on during the Pola Czesky Days celebration.

A. Mike Posusta and Brian Nemec addressed the Council on behalf of the Fire Department and reported that the Department was requesting approval for the purchase of a 6-wheel ATV and a trailer.  Clerk Venier reported that the purchase would be funded from the following and no money would come from the Fire fund: $5,000.00 received from Crow River Snow Pros, $5,000.00 from the Fire activity fund, and the remaining $1,602.11 would come from the Fire Equipment fund.  The trailer would be funded from the Fire Equipment fund.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Foss to approve Resolution 06-16: Approving the purchase of an ATV.

B. Ray Bandas presented the City with a $640.00 donation from the Knights of Columbus for the Summer Recreation Program.

C. Councilor Wawrzyniak recommend the hire of Dweezil Walters as a part-time bartender in the MLS.  He reported that Manager Quast & he had interviewed her already.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to hire Dweezil Walters as a part-time bartender.

D. The Council asked Clerk Venier to send out weed control letters to various addresses before the issue got out of control.
