Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

Old business:

1. Council received a proposal from SEH for different analysis methods of the City’s water supply.  One option discussed was to have a mini water treatment facility brought in to treat a sample of the water.  This would provide the City with a recommendation as to what the City would need if it desired to build a water treatment facility to address secondary cosmetic water issues (i.e. looks & smell).  The cost of the study would be a flat fee of $10,000.00.

2. Council reviewed MLS Manager Quast and all reported that Quast’s performance was above average.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the review for Jerry Quast and approve a step increase for Mr. Quast.

Councilor Foss presented MLS Manager Quast’s request to hire Brenda Jurgens as a part time bartender in the MLS.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to hire Brenda Jurgens as a part time bartender pending successful drug test result & background check.

Motion carried.
3. Mr. David Broll requested that the he would like to explore the option of doing the Park dedication that was originally supposed to be done in Phase III of his development and also reported of his plans to clean up an old shed on his property east of the City.  The matter of the Park Dedication was referred to the Planning Commission for review and recommendation. 
Broll also discussed that he may move forward with Phase III in 2006.

4. Mr. Ray Bandas, on behalf of the Knights of Columbus, presented the City with a donation for the Summer Recreation Program.  Mr. Bandas reported that they had raised the money through a cardboard, newspaper, and magazine recycling drive.  He also told the Council that they are doing another recycling drive in July with the proceeds to go to the Pool Organization.

5. Clerk Venier discussed scheduling of Council members to be on hand for the Spring Clean-up on Sat. June 11 from 8-noon.  Mayor Bebo reported he will attend from 8-10am and Councilor Johnson reported he would cover from 10-Noon.

6. Clerk Venier presented Resolution 05-18: A resolution receiving a petition to vacate and calling a public hearing on the matter.  Clerk Venier explained that this was part of the process to vacate the part of Center Street east of East Avenue that had not been vacated as previously thought.

7. Councilor Fogarty updated the Council on the search for a new Police Chief and suggested that a background investigation be completed on Mr. Doug Short before an offer is made.  Clerk Venier reported that the Glencoe Police Department will conduct the investigation and he will get the process started and will try to get the results by the next meeting.

8. Mr. Ken Merrill addressed the Council on behalf of the Dairy Day Committee to request that the City grant permission to close the portion of Center Street that lies between Park & Oliver Avenues for the Dairy Day Celebration and allow the Committee to use the Auditorium in case of rain.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss and Seconded by Councilor Fogarty to close that portion of Center Street that lies between Oliver & Park Avenue on June 10 during the Dairy Day celebration and waive the fee if they need to use the Auditorium.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
9. Acting Chief Hummel addressed the Council to discuss scheduling for Pola Czesky Days.  Council advised him to start putting a schedule together to cover the event.  Hummel also discussed the use of reserve officers for different functions and said that he is not comfortable with reserves doing the bike patrol with out some sort of supervision from a licensed peace officer.  Hummel also presented the review of Ryan Gueningsman and recommended an increase in pay and reminded the Council that his review is due and was wondering who would be conducting it.  It was decided that Hummel’s review will be completed at the next council meeting.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
