Regular Meeting

June 7, 2004

Mayor Bebo called this Regular Meeting of the Silver Lake City Council at 6:00 pm.

Members present:  Councilors Foss, Kieser, Miska, & Fogarty

Also present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Paul Harvego, Auditor; Dale Kosek, Public Works Supv.; Dan Williamson; Jeff Monahan; Harley Schild; Ken Merril, Silver Lake Leader

Councilor Foss asked that a Moment of Silence be observed in honor of Former President Ronald Reagan who passed away on June 6, 2004.

A motion was made by Councilor Miska to approve the consent agenda.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

Old Business:

1. Mr. Jeff Monahan addressed the Council with information about replacing the lights at the softball fields and reported that the cost would be approximately $$300 per light and they would need four lights to adequately light the field for games.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve up to $1,500 for the replacement of lights at the softball field.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

New Business:

1. Mr. Dan Williamson of West Central Sanitation addressed the Council and gave an overview of his Company and informed the Council that West Central Sanitation would be interested in bidding on the City’s residential refuse collection contract should the City decide to bid its contract out when it terminates at the end of the year.

2. Auditor’s report on 2003 Finances:  Paul Harvego of Conway, Deuth & Schmiesing gave the Annual Financial Report for the City noting that the Ambulance & Police Reserve Funds are in a deficit and need to be examined and a plan to fund these services needs to be made.  He suggested that possibly combining the Police Reserves with the PD under the General Fund might be one solution.  Mr. Harvego also noted that the City had budgeted for a deficit in the General Fund in 2003 and 2004 and suggested that the City review its current budget so not to deficit spend in the General Fund but rather build the General Fund up to have six months of operating expenses so the City won’t have to rely on its reserve funds to operate.  The Clerk is to review and make recommendations at the next meeting.
Mr. Harvego also reported that the City has continuously operated the Pool and Auditorium in deficits of  $20,000 and $26,000 and should review these areas and either levy additional dollars, eliminate these services, reduce transfers to special funds, or find other funding sources to aid these deficiencies.
Mr. Harvego also reported on the following:

a. Water & Sewer Rates need to be reviewed and suggested they be raised so the City will be prepared should any capital expenses be incurred.

b. Gave recommendations for the MLS Manager and Clerk Venier reported that many of the recommendations have already been implemented.

c. Reported that fuel costs have dropped by approximately $4,000 in the last year and should be examined.

d. The City needs to resolve its Fire Contract with Hale Township and there is an outstanding balance of $3,547 for their portion  of the contract.

3. Pool program for 2004:  Scott Lhotka presented the 2004 pool program and a list of names for hire as Life Guards and Junior Life Guards:

4. Request to close portion of Frank St for Dairy Days (6/11/04);  Mr. Ken Merril requested that the City close a portion of Frank St for Dairy Days events on Friday June 11th from 5-9 pm.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to close the requested portion of Frank St for Dairy Days on June 11th from 5-8 pm.  Seconded by Councilor Fogarty.

5. Proposed Gutter replacement on Auditorium.  Clerk Venier presented two quotes to replace the rain gutters on the auditorium.  

i. Richards Seamless Gutter Inc. quoted 200’ Commercial 6” Gutter   
$2,720

ii. Seamless Gutters of Hutch quoted 212’ Residential 5” Gutter 

$1,134

The Council asked that the Clerk work with Gary Jerabek to get some references on which type of gutter to use and report at next meeting. 
6. A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to approve a One Day Gambling permit for Holy Family Church for 10/4/04.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

7. Mr. Harley Schild approached the Council for approval of a two day peddlers license and explained what he was peddling.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve a two day peddlers license for 6/8 & 6/9 for Mr. Harley Schild.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

8. A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve a License for 3.2 on-sale beer for the Silver Lake Lions for at the Softball fields.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

9. Clerk Venier reported that he had received a letter from McLeod Social Services requesting the waiver of Swim Lesson fees for a child in Silver Lake.  The Council directed the Clerk to extend a reduced rate.
10. Mayor Bebo suggested that the City get rid of the Shed at the ball field as it is becoming a blight factor in that area.  Public Works Supervisor Kosek reported that he will get it removed.  Kosek also reported that the City will receive2-4 inch water pumps from the DNR at a cost of $200 a piece.
11. The Council discussed a property on Cleveland Ave at which the owner had removed the sidewalk to move in a garage and directed the Clerk to check into this matter and if the sidewalk has not been replaced to draft up a Resolution ordering the replacement of the sidewalk for consideration at the June 21 meeting.
12. Public Works Supv. Kosek informed the Council that the pool was ready to open but he felt that this should be the last year of its operation because the facilities have deteriorated to the point that he doesn’t feel it would be safe to open next season.  Clerk Venier will send a letter to the Pool organization to begin the planning process for the replacement of the pool.
13. Councilor Fogarty and Mayor Bebo suggested that the Planning Commission review the City Fence requirements and make a recommendation on height restrictions.
14. Councilor Foss reminded the Council of the Lake Association meeting on Wed. 6/9/04 at 7 pm.
A motion was made by Councilor Miska to adjourn this Regular Meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.
