Regular Meeting

June 15, 2009

Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Members present:  Mayor Bruce Bebo, Councilors Pat Fogarty, Jennell Johnson, Nolan Johnson, and Carol Roquette

Others present:  Kerry Venier, Clerk; Ken Merrill, Silver Lake Leader

A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve the agenda.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

Consent agenda:

1. Approve minutes of the June 1, 2009 regular meeting.

2. Approve payroll #12 and May Amb.

A motion was made by Councilor Roquette seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to approve the Consent Agenda.

New Business:

1. Councilors reviewed a contract for a Fireworks display on August 1, 2009 (Pola Czesky Days).  Clerk Venier reported that First Community will donate $3,000 toward the display and the City budgeted $2,000 for the project.  The total contract cost would be $5,000.

A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to approve Resolution 09-16: approving a contract for fire works display on August 1, 2009 in the amount of $5,000.

Motion carried.
Department Business:

1. Municipal Liquor Store:  Councilor Nolan Johnson reported the following:

a. Sales for May were down $568 from the same period in 2008 and expenses were up $8,454; resulting in a loss of $5,259 for the month.  Councilor Johnson explained that an audit fee of $3,000 and a software contract of $1,050 contributed to the loss.

b. On Sale profit percentage was at 68.9% for the year and off sale gross profit was at 22.61%.

c. Gross profit off of Fryer food sales was reported at 50% year to date.

d. The annual review for Jon Jerabek was presented and MLS manager Quast recommended approval of the review with a step increase.
A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Jennell Johnson to approve the annual review for Jon Jerabek with a step increase.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

2. Public Safety:  Councilor Fogarty reported that the Police Department will be addressing blight and unregistered vehicles in town in the near future and he also reported on upcoming training that the officers would be attending.

Councilor Roquette informed Councilors that she spoke with one of the Reserve Officers and the officer was not aware of the changes in the reserve program.  Councilor Roquette asked if Councilor Fogarty would speak to Chief Hummel about this; as Chief Hummel had reported to the Council that he had spoken with the reserve officers about changes in the program.


3. Public Works:  Councilor Roquette reported on the following:

a. Pool is up and operational; Pool & Parks Organization has donated and installed a 12’ Umbrella and the Girl Scouts donated an umbrella for the Life Guards chair and flowers around the Pool Building.

b. Spring wastewater pond discharging is completed; all samples were well within MPCA parameters.

c. Dale Kosek discussed the installation of the new bar screen and ladder in the south lift station; he reported that the City doesn’t have the necessary equipment needed to safely install the new equipment.  Kosek recommended hiring Tri-State Pump to install the equipment, the cost would be $225 per hour and Kosek estimated the job would take four to six hours.

A motion was made by Councilor Roquette and seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to hire Tri State Pump to install equipment in the south lift station at a rate of $225 per hour.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
d. Councilors reviewed a request for repairs to a sanitary manhole.  Dale Kosek reported that the top three course of block would need to be replaced along with the retaining lip.  Dale informed Councilors that the cost would be $1,000 to $1,200 and he recommended Juul Contracting do the work.

A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve repairs to a sanitary manhole at the intersection of Main Street and Grove Ave. to be done by Juul Contracting.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.
e. Dale Kosek presented the annual review for Gary Jerabek and recommended its approval with a longevity pay increase of 3%.

A motion was made by Councilor Nolan Johnson seconded by Councilor Roquette to approve the annual review and longevity pay increase of 3% for Gary Jerabek.
Vote for: Unanimous
Motion carried.
f. Councilors conducted the annual review for Public Works Supervisor Dale Kosek.  The consensus among Councilors was that Mr. Kosek was a very good employee and exceeded the expectations of the position.  

A motion was made by Councilor Roquette seconded by Councilor Nolan Johnson to approve the annual review and 3% longevity pay increase for Dale Kosek.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried.

4. Community Development:  Councilor Jennell Johnson reported that the planning commission held a public forum to get residents input into the development of a city wide trail system but only one resident attended.  The next step will be to try and get an article in the Leader to try to generate interest in the plan.

Clerk Venier reported that he is still trying to find a site for the City sign and reminded Councilors of the Silver Lake Golf Tournament, which is a fundraiser for summer rec programs, on June 27th.


5. Administration:  Clerk Venier reviewed the May Treasurer’s report and asked Councilors to meet with their department head to get the budget figures to him by July 6th.  
Mayor Bebo asked if the City could budget for elections every year, Venier thought it might be difficult as there is not an election every year but he would look at it and see if there would be a way.

Open Discussion:

1. Mayor Bebo said that he wanted to clear up a misprint in the last edition of the Silver Lake Leader.  He did not say that the Council went to one meeting per month because of Councilor Roquette.

2. Councilors discussed looking at energy efficient lighting throughout City buildings.

3. Councilors asked Clerk Venier to look at street light options and costs.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Roquette to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
Vote for:  Unanimous

Motion carried; meeting adjourned at 8:00pm.
