Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.

Old Business:

a. Auditor’s presentation of 2002 Financial Statement: Paul Harvego of Fawcett, Young and associates presented the annual financial report and discussed changes in the fund balances and made recommendations to the Council on ways they felt the City could better manage its funds.

b. Summer Recreation committee report on costs for Campsite development near pool
Councilors Foss & Fogarty presented cost estimate for the development of a campground.  They recommended the construction or a road with 6 campsites at an estimated cost of $10,000.00.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to proceed with the campground project for the development of 6 campsites.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

c. Prairie Grass LLC. Renewal of discussion on Senior Living facility.
Discussion was held regarding the fact that this issue will be looked at further once the City has formed an EDA.

d. SEH review of Plans and Specs for improvements of Silver Edge Estates.
Mr. Tome Homme and Mr. Justin Black of SEH presented the plans and specs for improvements to phase II of Silver Edge Estates.  Dale Kosek, Public Works Supervisor requested that the City look into the purchase of a generator to be used as alternate for the lift station that will be included in phase II; SEH to work up a price for a generator.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve Resolution 03-11: A resolution approving the plans and specs for improvements to phase II of Silver Edge Estates and advertising for bids.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

Discussion was held regarding the bid process and Mr. Homme informed the Council that he will advertise for bids for three weeks, as is required, and suggested that we have the Bid opening on Tuesday, July 22nd at 10 AM in the Auditorium and that the Council should consider having a special meeting to review the bids.

A. Liquor Store & Auditorium Report:  Councilor Foss presented the following report:

i. Sales for the month of May were up $3698 over last year and expenses were up $85 over last year with a loss of $4456 compared to a loss of $8070 from the same time last year.  Also reported that the MLS lost one bartender and hired a new one who doing well in training

ii. Councilor Foss presented the following reviews for the Council’s consideration:

B. Public Safety Report: Councilor Kieser gave the following report:

i. Administrative citations have been ordered but the Police Chief was unsure of when they would arrive and none have been issued to date.

ii. The Handgun instructor course was cancelled.

iii. Gave a report on blight areas in town and the Chief has talked to one resident and the lawn was mowed and Councilor Kieser reported that she would like to see more action on this issue as it is affecting more homes as the summer goes on.  Also discussed property on Center St that has numerous old cars and complaints have been received.

iv. The siren in town will be sounded at 10 PM from now until Labor Day to signify curfew time for people under 18 years of age.

v. Discussion regarding the scheduling of officers over the Pola-Czesky day weekend.  In past years many hours of comp time have been accumulated over the weekend due to officers working shifts of more than 10-12 hours.  Councilor Kieser reported that working more than 10-12 hours per shift might be a safety issue and a liability to the City.  The Police Chief will develop a schedule and report back at a latter meeting.

vi. Discussion of completing payroll timecards correctly was held.

vii. Reported that Eric and Bill will work on scheduling weekend and holiday responsibilities more evenly.

viii. Councilor Kieser reported that she will be meeting with the full-time officer each month as well as the Chief.

ix. Discussed paying for the Chief’s time spent as a volunteer for the Community Youth Fund.  Councilor Kieser reported she did not feel that the City should pay for time spent volunteering for the youth fund as this organization has others who are volunteering their time to make the organization successful.

x. Discussed the scheduling of two officers on the same shift and same day.

xi. Reported on the year to date ambulance runs

C. Public Works Report:  Councilor Miska gave the following report:

i. MNDOT-Storm sewer project completed along Hwy 7 and seeding and sod work will be completed within a few weeks.

ii. City storm sewer along Main and Oliver: a collapsed tile was found and replaced

iii. Preparing specs for lift station pumps for Cleveland Ave lift station.  Upgrade of pumps will be included in Silver Edge Phase II project.

iv. Compost pile to be ground and removed within the week.

v. Councilor Miska presented the review for Gary Jerabek and recommended that Mr. Jerabek be given a rate increase to Grade 3 Step 8yr.
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve the review for Gary Jerabek and move to Grade 3 Step 8yr.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.

D. Community Development Report: Councilor Fogarty presented the following report:

i. 9 General and 4 Building permits were issued in May & June

ii. Mr. David Broll the developer on Silver Edge Estates has a balance of $5565 owed to the City for Phase I and must be paid before Phase II construction can continue.  Clerk has received the Final Platt

iii. Prairie Grass Development:  Discussion was held regarding the progress of this issue and it was recommended that the Council will review this project once the City has formed an Economic Development Authority.

iv. The pool opened and has averaged about 100 kids a day and over 50 kids have signed up for lessons to date

We have collected $686.00 in user fees and are awaiting donations from the Lions and SLFD.

vi. Economic Development Authority:  Councilor Fogarty and the Clerk recommended hiring of MDG to help in setting up an EDA.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss to hire Municipal Development Group to help set up an Economic Development Authority.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

F. Clerk/Treasurer Report:
City Clerk discussed the Auditor’s recommendations and the financial report. 

New Business:

A. Report on Cable Commission:  Clerk reported on the history and intent of the Cable Commission and reported that the commission was requesting the Council to create a list of goals for the local access channel and outline expectations for member cities.  No action was taken.

B. Received an application for a one-day on-sale 3.2 beer license from Holy Family Catholic Church.
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve a one-day on-sale beer license for Holy Family Catholic Church.  Seconded by Councilor Miska.

A. Pool and Parks Organization Chairman George Lhotka reported that the Pool & Parks Organization has received over $311,000.00 in donations and $260,000 was in cash and pledges and asked what the City had planned to do in regards to a resolution of support that was adopted in 2002.  No action was taken.  Mr. Lhotka also reported on some of the fund raising activities that the organization was using and asked that a breakdown of pool operations costs be prepared so that his committee is better aware of what they are talking about when trying to raise money.
