Department Business

A. Liquor Store:  Councilor Foss gave the following report:

a. Reviewed the lease agreement with the Silver Lake Lions.  Ron & Roxy Yurek requested that the lease terms be renewed with rent at 15% of gross sales rather than the current 20%.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve a six month lease for pull tab machines at the Municipal Liquor Store for 15% of gross sales per month.

b. Presented reviews for Sue Jurek & Mike Yurek and recommended approval.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve the review for Mike Yurek and a step increase.

c. Reported a profit of $3,109.26 for May with sales down slightly for the month.  Also reported that the year to date profit is at $18,785.14.


B. Public Safety Report:  

a. Council conducted the annual review of Acting Chief Hummel with the general consensus that Hummel is meeting the expectations of a police officer.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve the review of Officer Hummel with a step increase.

b. Acting Chief Hummel reported that the department has been fairly active department policy revisions are currently in progress and training for the departments newly received Tasers is being scheduled an a use policy will be forwarded to the Council for approval prior to the equipment being used.

c. Councilor Fogarty presented the background investigation of Mr. Douglas Short.  Council discussed the Chief position with Mr. Short.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty and seconded by Councilor Foss to approve the hire of Douglas Short as Police Chief at the level of Grade two, year five ($17.01/hr.).

Mr. Short reported that he would accept the position and an official start date was set to be June 27,2005.


C. Public Works Report:  Councilor Wawrzyniak reported the following:

a. Bargen is to be in town the beginning of July for crack filling work on streets.

b. Pool is connected to water/sewer utilities.

c. Annual inspection of wells was done and both are in good condition.


D. Community Development Report:  Councilor Johnson reported that the planning commission had met and had forwarded the following:

a. Recommended approval for CUP 01-05 to construct a 960 sq. ft. accessory building at 209 Grove Ave NE with the stipulation that the buildings have rain gutters and the gutters direct rainwater towards the alley with ground extensions that extend a minimum of three feet from the foundation.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve CUP 01-05 as forwarded by the Planning Commission.

b. Recommended approval for a variance at 520 Railroad Street.  The variance request is to reduce the front setback from 30’ to 20’.  Request was tabled until the next meeting.

c. Report on pool progress that the footings were done and the block work is about 60-70% complete.  And the pouring of the pool walls is set to begin soon.


E. Administration Report: Clerk Venier reported on the following:

c. Presented an agreement to operate the Summer Recreation program in cooperation with GSL Community Ed.  This agreement will allow the Summer Recreation program to use the Districts buses for a fee for field trips.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss and seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve an agreement with Glencoe Silver Lake School District for services for Summer Recreation.

d. Discussed City Hall hours and the NIMS Training that was held 6/13.
