Department Business

A. Liquor Store & Auditorium:
Councilor Miska reported that the sales were up $2,905.98 over last year and the profit for May was $4,308.16.  The net profit so far is 3% better than budgeted.

B. Public Safety:
Councilor Foss informed the Council that the new Part time officer has completed his field training and Officer Hummel will be attending a three day DUI class in Renville County.  Councilor Foss reported that Chief Klein had told him that the City has received two grants but Klein did not provide any specific information and Foss was unsure if they were really grants.  The City will have the use of an additional squad for Pola-Czesky weekend.
The PD computer will likely need to be replaced soon at an estimated cost of $600 - $800.
Councilor Kieser reported that she had received complaints of some old cars parked on the corner of Hwy 7 and Silver Ave.

C. Public Works:
Councilor Fogarty gave the following report:

a. Storm Sewer at Main & Lake was repaired,

b. Silver Edge Phase II was complete and the final meeting to close out the project will be sometime in July,

c. Repaired Lift Station line on Cleveland St.

d. Storm Sewer lines were jetted out at Lake St.

e. Received 2-4” pumps received from the DNR

f. Questions regarding dead trees in Main St park.

D. Community Development:
Councilor Kieser reported on the following:

a. Attendance at the pool has been slightly lower than last year, largely due to the cool temperatures.  Water quality and temp has been good and the swim lesson program is going well.

b. The planning commission will be conducting a City Wide Survey in late July.  The Planning Commission recommends that the Council adds to the City Code language that require a Conditional Use Permit for fences over 8’ in height.  Clerk is to draw up an ordinance for review at the next meeting.  The Planning Commission will hold a public hearing for a Conditional Use Permit for 100 Century Lane.  The owner is planning to construct an accessory building over 800 sq. ft.

E. Administration Report
Mayor Bebo asked that the Clerk contact the Developer on Silver Edge project and request that the grass be mowed.  Also that the Clerk research the fuel discrepancies that the Auditor had mentioned and report back to the Council in July or August.  Mayor Bebo also asked that another bill be sent to Hale Township for the remainder of the Fire Contract.  Bebo also followed up with Council Liasons regarding their responsibilities and if they were working with the department heads in an effective manner.

Clerk Venier reported on the following:

a. Presented an amended 2004 budget that balanced the General Fund.

b. Reviewed some quotes to have the gutters replaced on the Auditorium


Resolution 04-05 was introduced Clerk Venier explained that this was needed to enroll Officer Bauer in the PERA police program.
