Mayor Bruce Bebo called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.

Old Business:

1. The Council reviewed a request from a homeowner at 200 Frank St NW to have sewer repairs assessed to his property taxes.  Councilors requested that a policy be developed addressing the assessing of utility repairs to private properties for future reference.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 07-12: assessing sewer repairs to 200 Frank St NW.

Motion carried.
2. Mrs. Lisa Hauer addressed the Council concerning a proposal her business SL Express (Marathon) had submitted to lease space to the City to locate an Off Sale Liquor Store near Highway 7.  She presented a revised proposal to clear up some miscommunications regarding the original proposal.  The proposal contained the following:

a. It would be a Triple Net Lease for $1,000 per month. The City would be responsible for taxes, utilities and the lease payment.

b. The lease payment would be capped at an annual increase of no more than 5% and no less than 0%.

c. The lease period would be five (5) years. 

New Business:

1. The Council reviewed Resolution 07-11: Accepting a donation from the Silver Lake Lions.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 07-11:Accepting a donation from the Silver Lake Lions.

Abstain: Councilor Johnson
Motion carried.
2. The Council, upon request of Public Works Supervisor Dale Kosek, kept the meeting open to review Mr. Kosek.  Councilors reviewed Mr. Kosek in all areas and rated him overall with as meeting, and slightly exceeding, the expectations of the position.  Items to focus on in the upcoming year included:

a. Continue working with department heads to develop a Capital Improvement Plan to prioritize future spending,

b. Focus on small details like organizing shop area and removing clutter from park areas,

c. Look for areas to work within budget and still be productive.

All members recommended approving the review with a wage increase.  Clerk Venier informed the Council that Mr. Kosek is eligible for a longevity increase of 3%.
A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the review of Dale Kosek with a longevity increase of 3%.

Motion approved.

3. Council received the resignation of Ms. Dena Dudgeon, full time bartender.  
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to approve Resolution 07-13:Accepting the resignation of Dena Dudgeon.
Vote for: Unanimous
Motion carried.
4. Mr. Dale Kosek presented and recommended the approval of the annual review of Gary Jerabek, Public Works, and informed the Council that Mr. Jerabek is on the longevity pay schedule and is not scheduled for an increase at this time.
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the review for Gary Jerabek.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Motion carried. 

5. Clerk Venier reviewed a proposal from Waste Management requesting to renew its contract with the City for residential refuse collection.  The letter asked to amend the contract to include an annual increase after the first year of 3% or based on the Consumer Price Index (CPI) whichever is less.  Council tabled the matter until the first meeting in August.

6. Mayor Bebo reminded Council members of an upcoming Board of Appeals training session in Meeker County on Aug. 9 at 5:30pm.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
