Old Business:

1. Chief Hummel presented Mr. Trevor Berger for hire as a Fulltime Police Officer.  Council discussed Mr. Berger’s experiences and his goals with him. 
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to hire Trevor Berger as a Fulltime Officer pending completion of a background investigation, Psychological& Physical examinations, and becoming POST eligible by August 1, 2006.

New Business:

1. Public Works Supervisor presented and recommended approval of the annual review and Longevity pay increase of 3%.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the annual review and 3% Longevity increase.

2. Ray Bandas presented the Council with a donation from the SL Fire Relief Association of $906.00 for the Summer Recreation program with the stipulation that ½ the amount be used to purchase equipment for the program.  Mr. Bandas reported that this money was from a refund of the sales tax on the unused pull-tab tickets.
A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to accept a donation of $906.00 for the Summer Recreation program with ½ the money to be used for equipment purchases.

3. Council presented the annual review for Public Works Supervisor Dale Kosek:

a. Councilor Fogarty gave Mr. Kosek a favorable review with an overall rating of B (Meets Expectations)

b. Councilor Johnson gave Mr. Kosek a favorable review also with an overall rating of B.

c. Councilor Wawrzyniak thought Mr. Kosek slightly exceeded expectations and gave a B+ rating.

d. Councilor Foss also saw Kosek’s performance as commendable with a rating of A-.

e. Mayor Bebo saw Kosek’s performance as slightly above meeting the expectations of the position with a B+ rating.

A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve the annual review and 3% longevity increase for Dale Kosek.

4. Council reviewed the 2006 expenses and revenues with Clerk Venier reporting that things seemed to be going well but would have to look into why the health insurance expenses were over budget.  Clerk Venier updated the Council that pool revenues were on pace to come close to budget but would not speculate but doubted that the pool would break even; Venier reported that they should know the final numbers on the new pool operations by October.

5. Clerk Venier reviewed some technical corrections that needed to be made for the City’s NFIP application.  Venier reported that these were sent to him by FEMA.

a. A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to approve Resolution 06-19: A resolution to apply to participate in the NFIP (National Flood Insurance Program).

b. Council reviewed Ordinance 65: An ordinance making a technical correction to the General Flood Plain District.  Clerk Venier explained that this would change the map referenced to in the Flood Plain District.
A motion was made by Councilor Johnson seconded by Councilor Foss to approve Ordinance 65.

6. The Council reviewed Resolution 06-20: A resolution authorizing the Automark in precinct.  Clerk Venier explained that this is a voting system designed to help those with disabilities to vote.  The unit was received from a grant from the State and would bring the City in compliance with the Help Americans Vote Act (HAVA).
A motion was made by Councilor Wawrzyniak seconded by Councilor Johnson to approve Resolution 06-20.

Open Discussion:

1. Council discussed the ordinance relating to the parking of RV’s and campers on City streets and Clerk Venier read the ordinance, which doesn’t allow them to be parked on City streets for “Camping Purposes”.  After some discussion the Council referred the matter to the Police Department for review.

2. Council directed the Clerk to ask the Parks department to maintain the infield at the Softball field.

3. Council discussed the internet reimbursement & usage policy and if there was a benefit to it.  It was decided that it will be up to the individual Councilor to justify the expense if they are going to use it.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss seconded by Councilor Wawrzyniak to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.
