Regular Meeting

July 6, 2004

Mayor Bebo called the meeting to order at 6 pm.

Consent Agenda

1. Approve payroll #13

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve the Consent Agenda.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

Old business:

1. Clerk Venier presented an amended budget which removed general fund transfers to capital improvement funds and replaced those transfers with transfers from the Water and Liquor Enterprise funds.  Venier also reported that the transfer to the Fire Department Fund was adjusted down to match what the City’s portion came out to be.  Venier reported that the amendments would produce a surplus of $2,211.00 in the General Fund for 2004 and it was recommended by the Auditor that the City operate the General Fund with a surplus.

A motion was made by Councilor Foss to approve the amended 2004 Budget.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.

New Business:

1. A request for additional off street parking at 141 Main St W was presented to the Council.  Mr. Nick Rogosienski had contact the Clerk Venier requesting that if he purchases the building he would like approval to park 9 vehicles in the back parking lot.  The Council directed Clerk Venier to notify Mr. Rogosienski that there must be 4 clearly marked spots for tenant parking if he is to do this.

2. The Volleyball League has requested permission to construct an additional volleyball court by the existing ones in the Sports Complex by the pool.  With no City funding the league was given permission to install the court and the Council did allow for the use of the City crew and equipment for the project.

3. Councilor Foss presented a letter for Chief Klien requesting additional funding for coverage of Saturday afternoon patrol.  Mayor Bebo proposed that if the Police Department can not write a schedule to accomplish Saturday coverage without adding hours the Council will write the schedule for the PD.  The Clerk is to draft a letter informing Chief Klien of this matter and to report his plan to Councilor Foss by the next meeting.

4. Council reviewed the proposed schedule for Police coverage over Pola Czesky Days.  
A motion was made by Councilor Kieser to approve 10 hours of Comp Time for Friday, Saturday, and Sunday over Pola Czesky Days for Chief Klien.  Seconded by Councilor Foss.
Vote for:  Unanimous
Absent:  Councilor Miska
Motion carried.
5. Councilor Foss informed the Council of a complaint received against the Chief and he would like the Council to review the police department operations at the 1st meeting in August.

6. Councilor Foss announced that the Silver Lake Association had been formed and will meet on the third Tuesday of each month and annual dues are $10 per year and there is a junior membership at no cost for people under 18 years of age.

A motion was made by Councilor Fogarty to adjourn this regular meeting of the Silver Lake City Council.  Seconded by Councilor Kieser.
